On 21.03.2018 there was some credible informatiqn that the Sub 
Registrar and staff of the Office of the Sub-Registrar, Sanarpatti, 
Dindigul District used to receive money from the public through touts 
who approached them for registration of their Lands,, Birth and Death 
Registration, for getting EC, etc. Therefore a joint sujrprise check was 
organised and conducted at the Office of the Sub-Registrar office, 
Sanarpatti, Dindigul District along with Tr.S.Thirunavukkara.su,’ 
Deputy Inspection Cell Officer, O/o the , District] Inspection Cell 
Officer, Madurai, Tr. M. Ragupathi, Inspection cell Inspector, Madurai 
and Police party between 18.30 hrs to 01.30 hrs dn 21.03.2018 to 
22.03.2018. During the surprise check the suspectecjl officials who all 
are mentioned in the column No.7 of the FIR were present. In the said 
office a sum of Rs.47,540/- was found (1) under t]he table of Sub­
Registrar Tmt.G.Shanthi Rs.2,900/- (2) Under the table Drawer of 
the Assistant Tr.P.Arumugam Rs. 1,080/- (3) Under the table of the 
Data Entry Operator Tmt.A.Dhanalakshmi Rs.4,000/t(4) Under the
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Dindigul Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Cr.No.1/2018

Rs. 12,240/- (6) Between Compound wall and Computer Room 
Rs.8,600/- and (7) First Floor Record room entrance of the staircase 
Rs.4,500/-. Whe|n questioned about the said amounts, the Sub­
Registrar Tmt.G.Santhi, Sanarpatti Sub-Registrar office, Dindigul 
District and staff of the said office could not satisfactorily account for 
the same. The amount of Rs.47,540/- might have been received / 
collected from th^ public as illegal gratification money by the officials 
of the above saic| Sub-Registrar Office, Sanarpatti Dindigul District. 
Hence, the unclaimed abandoned money to the tune of Rs.47,540/- 
(Forty Seven Thousand Five hundred and Forty only ) was seized 
under suspiciou^ circumstances. In this connection, a case in 
Dindigul Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Cr.No. 1/2018, u/s 102 Cr.PC 
r/w 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (d) of PC Act 1988 was registered. The 
Proceedings prepared at the Sub-Registrar Office, Sanarpatti, Dindigul 
District between 21.03.2018 at 18.30hrs and 22.03.2018 at 01.30hrs 
and the original F.I.R. were sent to the CJM/Special Judge Court, 
Dindigul and copies to the concerned officials.
