During his tenure as Commissioner of Keelakarai Municipality,

Ramanathapuram District, (i) AO-1 has received the clectrical parts

on 03.03.2015 from the society of A-3 and sent it to Ihc SCR Indian
Private Ltd, for testing the standard. After obtaining the report from
that SGS Ltd, he didn’'t take-care to cancel the work order knowing
well that the cost of electrical product was veiy high and thus it is
clear that he has colluded with AO-3 and caused loss to the

Government, (ii) AO-2 received Quotations from AO-3’s Co-operative



Society and from A-4 but the municipality denied the Quotation of
A-4 stating that the amount was huge and hence AO-2 issued work
order to AO-3’s Co-operative Society. Thus AO-2 has colluded with
AO-3 purposely knowing that it is a loss to the Government, (iii) AO-
3 Tr.M.Logukumar, Secretary of Co-operative Society obtained the
electrical product to Keezhakarai Municipality by receiving the
electrical product from A-4 without enquiring the original rate of the
electrical product and has put 14.5 percentage as tax and gave it to
the Keezhakarai Municipality and thus AO-3 has colluded with A-4
and AO-2 and caused loss to the Government. And thus AO-3
colluded with A-4 and AO-2 and abetted one another in the
purchase of Electrical accessories to the Municipality of Keezhakarai
and willfully caused damaged to the tune of Rs.2,53,558/-. (iv) A-4
bought the street lamp assessor parts from Limras electrical agency
for Rs.2,39,890/- and handed over the materials to the Co-operative
Society (AO-3) for double the rate i.e for Rs.4,78,641/-. The Co-
operative Society (AO-3) further added 14.5% as tax and sold it to
the Municipality for Rs.4,93,488/- A-4 has colluded with AO-3 and
hence there is a loss of Rs.2,53,558/- to the Government. The above
said AO-1 to AO-3 and A-4 were responsible for the loss of
Rs.2,53,588/- and thus AO-1 to AO-3 by corrupt and illegal means

obtained for themselves pecuniary advantage and also for A-4.

The above information discloses the commission of cognizable
offences punishable u/s 120-B, r/w 109 IPC & Section 13(2) r/w
13(1)(c) and 13(l)(d) of PC Act 1988.

Therefore, | am registering a case in Thoothukudi Vigilance and

Anti-Corruption Cr.No 01/2018 u/s 120B, 109, of IPC and Section



13(2) r/w 13(l)(c) and 13(l)(d) of PC Act 1988 at 09.30 hrs today
13.08.2018 against the aforesaid the AO-1 to AO-3 and A-4 for a
