The Accused No.1 Senthilkumar married Accused No.2 Tmt.Sumathi during the year
2000 and they have one daughter and one son. Both the daughter and son are studying +2

and 10* Standard respectively in a private school at Theni.

On credible information which disclosed that Accused No.1 Senthilkumar has no
ancestral property and no significant sources of income to his family except his salary income,
accumulated large number of properties, which are suspected to be disproportionate to known
sources of his income. On verification it was found that the accused purchased most of the
property in the name of his wife A-2 Tmt.Sumathi and in the name of his mother-in-law A-3
Tmt. Alagammal. The facts during the enquiry revealed that Accused No.1 had amassed wealth

in the name of his above said family members.
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Considering the events which took place during the course=oi his-employmeni=anc=Dy-
taking into account of the transactions of the movable and immovable properties made by
accused, the check period was determined as between 01.06.2013 and 28.02.2017. The most

of the purchased properties are situated in the Theni District.

Accordingly the assets that stood in the names of the family members of the accused at
the beginning of the check period i.e. 01.06.2013 are valued as Rs.26,93,558/- The assets of
movable and immovable properties that stood in the name of the family members of the
accused at the end of the check pericd on 28.02.2017 are valued as Rs.1,22,50,858/- The
