Today on 25.01.2018 at 11.00 Hrs when | was in my office, as per the
instruction of Directorate of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Chennai, case was
registered in Chennai V&AC, Chennai City-lll, Cr.N0.2/AC/2018/CC-lll, u/s. 13(2) riw
13(1)(e) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 r/iw 109 IPC. The detail of the case
runs as follows:-

Based on a Vigilance Report a detailed enquiry in DE 23/2015/FS/CC-Ill was
registered against Tr.S.Senthilkumaran, Station Officer, Fire Prevention Wing,
Kancheepuram District for his possession of assets disproportionate to his known
sources of income and enquired and the said enquiry revealed the following facts.
The accused 1. Tr.S.Senthilkkumaran, Station Officer, Fire Prevention Wing,
Kancheepuram District has been working in the said post from 03.12.2013 to till date
and he is a public servant with the meaning of section 2(c) of prevention of
corruption of act 1988. Accused 2 Tmt.R.Vedha is married to Tr.S.Senthilkumaran in
the year of 2002 and she is not a public servant both accused 1 and 2 are living
together and accused 2 is dependent on the public servant (accused 1).

2. For the enquiry, the period from 01.04.2011 to 31.03.2014 is taken as
check period. During the check period accused 1 served in the following places
I.Sriperumpudhur/Kancheepuram from 30.06.2009 to 30.04.2013, 2. Kancheepuram
from 01.05.2013 to 02.12.2013, 3. Kancheepuram Wing from 03.12.2013 to till date.

3. The enquiry further revealed that at the beginning of the check period,
that is on 01.04.2011 the accused acquired and possessed properties in his name
and in the name of his wife Tmt.R.Vedha to the tune of Rs.17,64,171/- and at the
end of check period that is on 31.03.2014, the accused 1 possessed properties and
pecuniary resources in his name and in the name of his wife Tmt.R.Vedha to the
tune of Rs.56,81,417/-.

4. The income of the accused 1 and his wife during the check period is
calculated as Rs.12,88,167/- and the expenditure during the check period is
calculated as Rs.5,42,578/- and hence the accused officer would have saved an
amount of Rs.7,45,589/-.

5. Hence approximately the accused officer has acquired and possessed
properties and pecuniary resources both in his name and in the name of his wife
Tmt.R.Vedha to the tune of Rs.31,71,657/- which is disproportionate to his known
sources of income and for this, accused 1 is unable to account satisfactorily.

6. It is revealed that the accused officer acquired assets to the tune of
Rs.31,71,657/- which are disproportionate to his known sources of income during the
check period between 01.04.2011 to 31.03.2014. The aforesaid facts as revealed in
the enquiry provide enough material for commission of cognizable offence, which



requires registration of a regular case against Tr.S.Senthilkumaran, Station Officer,
Fire Prevention Wing, Kancheepuram District and his wife Tmt.R.Vedha.

7. Hence a case u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(e) of Prevention of Corruption
1988 against accused officer 1 Tr.S.Senthilkumaran, Station Officer, Fire Prevention
Wing, Kancheepuram District and against accused 2 Tmt.R.Vedha u/s 13(2) riw
13(1)(e) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 r/w 109 IPC.

Sir, a case was registered in Chennai V&AC, Chennai City-lll
Cr.No.2/AC/2018/CC-lll u/s. 13(2) r/w 13(1) (e) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988
r/lw 109 IPC on 25.01.18 at 11.00 hrs.

The original FIR is submitted to the Hon’ble CIJM cum Special Judge for cases
under the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988, Chengalpattu and other copies were
submitted officers concerned.
