Based on a petition received from Tr.C.Muthumalaichamy, s/o
P.M.Chandran, dated 08.06.2017 that the accused Tr.S.Rathinavelu formerly worked
as Deputy Inspector of Survey, Madurai South Taluk, Madurai District from
7.10.2016 demanded a sum of Rs.8,000/- from him for making sub-division patta
transfer of his agriculture land in S. Nos. 6/3 B and 7/1 A2 of Nedunkulam village for
an extent of 0.35 cents and received Rs.6,000/ from him on 3 occasions and further
reiterated and demanded the balance amount of Rs.2,000/- from him. A Preliminary
enquiry was registered in PE 267/2017/SUR/MU, Dated 17.07.2017 and the enquiry

revealed the following facts.

The accused Tr.S.Rathinavelu worked as Deputy Inspector of Survey,
Madurai South Taluk, Madurai District from 07.10.2016 to till date as such he was a
public servant during the relevant period as defined u/s 2 (c) of Prevention of

Corruption Act, 1988.

It is revealed that the complainant Tr.C.Muthumalaichamy owned about
0.37 cents of land in S. Nos. 6/3B and 7/1A2 at Nedunkulam village and gifted 0.02
cents of land to a nearby temple and filed an application for sub-division patta
transfer through on line, which ended in vain. Hence, he has sent a signed
application dated 20.03.2017 to the accused, who was the concerned Head
Surveyor. On 01.05.2017, the accused visited Nedunkulam Village to survey the land
of the complainant and demanded money from the complainant without mentioning
specific amount and accepted a sum of Rs.1,000/- as illegal gratification and in
continuance of the said demand, again on 02.05.2017 when the complainant met
the accused at his office for furnishing documents in connection with his above said
properties, the accused demanded some more money from the complainant for

effecting sub division patta transfer without mentioning the exact amount.

In continuation of the said demand when the complainant met the
accused on 19.05.2017, the accused once again demanded gratification and insisted
the complainant to come with money and again on 23.05.2017 when the

complainant met the accused, the accused accepted a sum of Rs.2,000/- as



gratification other then legal remuneration and informed him that the complainant
has to give Rs.4,000/- per sub-division and hence has to pay Rs.8,000/- for two sub-
division and demanded the balance amount. Again, on 26.05.2017 when the
complainant met the accused at his office, the accused obtained a sum of Rs.3,000/-
from the complainant by abusing his position as a public servant as pecuniary
advantage and reiterated the balance sum of Rs.2,000/- without processing the sub-
division patta transfer application, as gratification other than legal remuneration as a

motive or reward for doing official favour.

It is further revealed that the accused forged the signature of
Tmt.Kavitha, who was working as Firka surveyor, in the office records intending that
the same shall be used for the purpose of cheating and fraudulently used the same

as genuine, knowing that the same is forged.

The above information collected during Preliminary Enquiry, discloses a
suspicion of commission of cognizable offences under section 467, 468, 471 IPC and

section 7, 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (d) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988.

Hence | am registering a case in Madurai V & AC Cr. No. 2/2018 u/s 467,
468, 471 IPC and section 7 ,13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (d) of Prevention of Corruption Act

1988

The original FIR is submitted to the Hon'ble Special judge, Special court for
the Trail of Prevention of Corruption Act cases, Madurai and copies were sent to the

officers concerned.
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
