Secretary of Thottiyapatti Panchayat of Vennandur Block from the year 2007 to
2015. Now she is working as working as Panchayat Secretary of Akkarapatti
Panchayat of Vennandur Block. A-3 and A-4 continued to be public servants.
A5 Tr.N.Senthil is the son of Tr.Natesan, a retired headmaster and an
agriculturalist. A6 Tmt.Chandra W/o Thirumurthy is an agriculturalist. A7
Tmt.S.Gokila is second wife of Al. The Preliminary Enquiry disclosed the

following information.

During the period between 18.02.2014 and 21.01.2016, A-1 to A-6
hatched a criminal conspiracy with dishonest intention to derive pecuniary
advantages and wrongful gain while implementing the scheme by name Chief
Minister’'s Solar Powered Green Houses7"tn pursuance of the conspiracy, on the
direction of A-1, A-2 and A-3 selected A-5 and A-6 as beneficiaries by framing
incorrect records of the Panchayat and sanctioned houses to them who are
ineligible to get benefit under the scheme. In course of the same transacton, A-5
and A-6 also got benefited valued at R.1.80 lakh each wrongfully knowing fully
well that they are not eligible to derive benefit under the scheme. A-4 prepared

connected documents of the Panchayat related to these transactions.

During the period between 03.07.2013 and 24.03.2014, A-1, A-2,
A-3 and A-7 hatched a criminal conspiracy with dishonest intention to derive
pecuniary advantages and wrongful gain while implementing the scheme by
name Chief Minister's Solar Powered Green Houses. In pursuance of the
conspiracy, on the direction of A-1, A-2 and A-3 selected A-7 who is the second
wife of A-1, as beneficiary and sanctioned a house to her. A7 connived with
them, got benefited valued at R.1.80 lakh and constructed house by violating the
type of design and area enumerated by this scheme and got wrongful gain A-4

prepared connected documents of the Panchayat related to these transactions.



The information reveals that A-1 to A-4 being public servants
hatched a criminal conspiracy with A-5, A-6 and A-7 being private individuals and
sanctioned houses to them by framing incorrect records of the Thottiappaty
Panchayat knowing fully well that they are ineligible persons in order to derive
pecuniary advantages from them. In pursuance of the conspiracy, A-5, A-6 and
A-7 being private individuals derived wrongful gain. Thereby all caused loss to

Government exchequer and deprived of the eligible persons from getting benefit

under the scheme.

There is a prima facie case made out against the accused No.1 to 7.
Hence, today 29.01.2018 at 12.30 hrs, | registered a case in Namakkal V&AC
Cr.N0.4/AC/2018 u/s 120B, 167 and 13(2) r/wj 13(1)(c) and (d) of the Prevenition
of Corruption Act 1988 r/w 109 IP against the accused No.1 to 7 and further
investigation of this case was entrusted to Tmt.G.Venkateswari, Inspector of
Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Tiruppur detachment as per the orders of
the Director of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Chennai. The original F 1R was
sent to the Hon'ble court of Special Judge/Chief Judicial Magistrate, Namakkal

and copies were sent to the officers concerned.
