Based on a Vigilance Report, the Directorate vide letter No. 

43615/2017/VR/ENERGY/CSU-I dated 20-4-2018 had ordered for registration 

of Regular Case, after obtaining permission from the Vigilance Commission 

vide letter No. 844/VC-1/2018-1 dated 21-3-2018.

The accused Tr.AI. Tenappan who was formerly working as a Electrical 

inspector in Tirunelveli, Virudhunagar, Kancheepuram South and Ambattur 

Division and he was a public servant U/s 2(c) of the Prevention of Corruption 

Act during the time of check period 01.03.2010.

The check period for this case was fixed from 1.03.2010 to 31.10.2017.

The confidential enquiry further revealed that at the beginning of check 

period that is as on 01.03.2010 as per Statement - I  the accused acquired 

and possessed properties in his name and in the name of this family members 

to the tune of Rs. 12,50,000/- .

As per Statement -I I  ie., at the end of the check period that is as on 

31.10.2017, the accused possessed properties and pecuniary resources in his 

name and in the name of his family members to the tune of Rs 2,29,83,809/-.

As per the Statement -III the total income of the accused and his wife 

during the check period ie., between 1.03.2010 to 31.10.2017 is calculated 

as Rs. 77,81,000/-.

As per Statement - IV  the expenditure incurred during the check period 

ie., between 1.03.2010 to 31.10.2017 is calculated as Rs. 21,09,880/-.

As per Statement -V  ie., Statement -II  (minus) Statement - I  ie, the 

value of assets acquired during the check period between 01.03.2010 to 

31.10.2017 was Rs.2, 17,33,809/-.

As per Statement -V I ie., Statement -III (minus) Statement -IV  ie., 

likely savings of the accused Tr.AI. Tenappan during the check period 

between 01.03.2010 to 31.10.2017 is Rs. 56,71,120/-.



As per Statement -V II ie., Statement -V  (minus) Statement -V I * 

disproportionate assets acquired by the accused Tr.AI. Tennappan during the 

check period between 01.03.2010 to 31.10.2017 is Rs. 1,60,62,689/-.

The percentage of D.P Assets is Stat-VII xlOO 1,60,62,689

Stat-III 77,81,000

In this case percentage of Disproportionate Assets is 206%

It is ascertained during the enquiry that the accused officer had 

acquired assets to the tune of Rs. 1,60,62,689/- which are disproportionate 

asset to his known sources of income during the check period between 

01.03.2010 to 31.10.2017. The aforesaid facts as revealed in the confidential 

enquiry provide enough material for commission of cognizable offence. For 

which the Vigilance Commissioner Chennai has accorded permission vide 

letter No. 844/VC-1/2018-1 dated 21-3-2018 and based on the permission 

DVAC, Chennai instructed to register a Regular Case against 

Tr. T. Al. Tenappan, Electrical Inspector, Ambattur Division, Chennai.

Hence I register a case in Cr. No. 8/18/AC/CC-I u/s 13(2) r/w 13 

( l)(e ) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 against the accused officer 

Tr. T. Al. Tenappan, Electrical Inspector, Ambattur Division, Chennai on 

17-5-2018 at 09.30 hrs and took up investigation. The original FIR along 

with the copy of the DVAC letter No. 43615/2017/VR/ENERGY/CSU-I dated 

20-4-2018 and the copy of permission letter of Tamil Nadu Vigilance 

Commission letter No. 844/VC-1/2018-1 dated 21-3-2018 is sent to the 

Hon'ble Chief Judicial Magistrate, Thiruvallur (sd) 17-5-2018 N. Venkatesan, 

Inspector of Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, City Special Unit-I, 

Chennai -16. The copies of FIR were sent to the officials concerned.
