>On recei;ot of a credible information that the officials of Transport
Department, Check Post (Outward), Sipcot, Hosur, Krishnagiri District would be
collecting large scale of money from Lorry Drivers beyond legal fee for affixing
seal on the trip sheeits and for not taking 'action against them for violation of
Transport Rules, a surprise check was conducted by'me with assistance of two
independent witnesses namely Tr. Tr.R.Mohandoss, Zonal Deputy Tahsildar,
Krishnagiri Taluk Office and Tr.K.Sakthi, Revenue Inspector, Krishnagiri Town
Firka on 01.11.2018 bfetween 12.45 hrs and 16.00 hrs. During the surprise check,
the following offence® committed by the accused rioted in the margin, were

noticed. -

the entries found in the computer, the money collected

the physical verification only a sum of Rs.5,37,300/- was available in the
cash box ;nd'pthe balance amount of Rs. 1,83,010/- was found shortage.
Thereby, hAyi Tmt.A.Gayathri, Motor Vehicle Inspector (Non-Tech)
dishonestfy r’ﬁisappropriated the said sum and A-3 Tr.A.Ravichandran
being a private individual, who was found to be collecting money in the

cash counter,; Abetted A-1 Tmt.A.Gayathri tocommit the said offence.

During the surprise check conducted on 01.11.2018, a sum of
Rs.63,130/- was found in the table drawer placed in-front of the seat of
A-1 Tmt.A.Gayathri, MVI (Non-Tech), a sum of Rs.10,000/- was found
amidst the records at the shelf in the record room and a sum of
Rs.24,000/- was found under wooden cot placed in the record room, for
which A-1 Tmt.A.Gayathri being the responsible officer of the Check

Post was not able to account for satisfactorily.

During the surprise check conducted on 01.11.2018, S.0-2
Tr.T.Jayakumar, Office Assistant was found to be collecting money from
lorry drivers beyond legal fee in the presence of A-1 Tmt. A Gayathri for
affixing seal on the trip sheets and not taking legal action against them
for violation of Transport Rules and placing the money on the table
found m-front of the seat of A-1 Tmt.A.Gayathri , MVI (Non-Tech) and
found a total sum .of Rs.34,890/- on the table for which A-2
Tr.T.Jayakumar was not able to account for satisfactorily and A-1
Tmt.A.Gayathri being the responsible officer of the Check Post allowed
A-2 to collect money from the lorry drivers as undue advantage for them.

During the surprise check conducted on 01;i 1.2018, it was found that A-
3 Tr.A.Ravichandran and A-4 Tr.M.Sankar being private individuals were
found unofficially employed for attending to the office routine work and
handling ‘'the office records of the Check Post which resulted in
abetment of A-1 for dishonest misappropriation of Government funds to
the tune of Rs.1,83,010/- by A-3 and in preparation of vehicle inspection
records falsely by A-4 Tr.M.Sankar. Thereby, A-1 Tmt.A.Gayathri, MVI
(Non-Tech) is responsible for having allowed them inside the office

premises and handled the office records during the office hours.
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
