The accused is working as Co-operative Sub-Registrar/Office
Superintendent at the office of the Deputy Registrar of Co-operative Societies,
Krishnagiri. He is a public servant as defined u/s 2(c) of the Prevention of

Corruption Act 1988.

He was serving as Field Officer of Kaverippattinam, Krishnagiri
District. At that time, he was appointed as enquiry officer u/s 81 of the Tamil
Nadu Co-operative Societies Act 1983 to conduct enquiry into certain allegations
against the officials of 615-Gundalpatty Primary Agriculture Co-operative Credit
Society. Accordingly, he is bound to visit the society, collect the records and
conduct enquiry. After that, he should prepare a detailed report and submit to the

Deputy Registrar of Co-op. Societies, Krishnagiri for further action.

Tr.K.Asokan, Assistant Secretary of the Society is one of the
delinquents. It is alleged that at the verge of the completion of the enquiry, the
accused had demanded Rs.5,00,000/- from Tr.K.Asokan, Assistant Secretary of
the Society on 04.05.2016 and 10.05.2016 over phone for exonerating him from
the charges, under the guise of paying the money to superior officers. As
Tr.K.Asokan expressed his inability of arranging such money, the accused
reduced it to Rs.4,00,000/-. The voice conversation was recorded by
Tr.K.Asokan in his mobile phone and converted to a Compact Disk and gave it to
one Tr.G.Chandrasekar, State President , Tamil Nadu Noon Meal Employees

Welfare Association, Hosur, Krishnagiri District. Further, Tr.G.Chandrasekar,
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prepared a complaint against the accused and sent to the Chief Secretary and

the Secretary to Government, Co-operation, Food and Consumer Protection

Department, Chennai for taking action.

The information available in the petition is not sufficient to register a
case and hence it is warranted to take up Preliminary Enquiry in order to
ascertain whether any cognizable offence is made out. Accordingly, a
Preliminary Enquiry was taken up by the then Deputy Superintendent of Police,
V & AC, Krishnagiri against the accused into the said allegation. The enquiry
discloses that the accused being a public servant, had demanded Rs.5,00,000/-
as gratification other than legal remuneration for himself as motive/reward from
Tr.K.Asokan, Assistant Secretary of the society 04.05.2016 and 10.05.2016 over
phone, for exonerating him from the charges under amicable settlement by
paying the money to superior officers and further he reduced his demand to
Rs.4,00,000/- at the request of Tr.K.Asokan. Therefore, the enquiry discloses the
commission of cognizable offence u/s 7 of the Prevention of Corruption Act 1988

by the accused.

Therefore, today on 09.05.2019 at 06.00 hrs, | registered a case in
Krishnagiri V & AC Cr.No.6/AC/2019 u/s 7 of the Prevention of Corruption Act,
1988 against the accused Tr.M.Raja, Cooperative Sub-Registrar, Office
Superintendent, Office of the Deputy Registrar, Cooperatives, Krishnagiri. The
original F.I.R was sent to the Court of Hon’ble Special Judge / Chief Judicial
Magistrate, Krishnagiri and a copy of the F.I.LR was submitted to the Deputy
Superintendent of Police, V & AC, Krishnagiri for Investigation,

were sent to the officers concerned.
