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Continuation of FIR contents mentioned in column no.12 in V&AC HQ Cr

No0.09/2019:

It is submitted that Tr.N. Natarajan, Formerly Joint Commissioner, Hindu
Religious and Charitable Endowment (in short HR&CE), Coimbatore submitted a

report vide rb«Olaa. 2365/2013/72, jTjuir 19.05.2014 to the appropriate authority stating

that there was a huge revenue loss to the temples coming under the control of Joint
Commissioner, HR&CE, Coimbatore during the year from 2012 to 2013 by the way
of making temple temporary staffs into permanent HR&CE staffs, sanctioning and
dispersing salaries and other allowances to them in violation of Government orders.
Based on the aforesaid report, the competent authority accorded permission to
conduct a Preliminary Enquiry over this information. Accordingly, a Preliminary
Enquiry was conducted. The Preliminary Enquiry disclosed the following facts.

The accused Tr.Pugazhendran, had served as Joint Commissioner, HR&CE,
Coimbatore Region during the relevant period between 03.11.2011 and 31.01.2013.
Hence he was a public servant under section 2(c) of the Prevention of Corruption
Act, 1988. The following temples were coming under the control of the accused in
Coimbatore district, 1) Arulmigu Avinasilingeswarar Thiru Koil, Avinasi, 2) Arulmigu
Anumantharaya Swamy Thiru Koil, ldugampalayam 3) Arulmigu Mariamman
Angalamman Thiru Koil, Pollachi 4) Arulmigu lyappa Swamy Thiru Koil, Pollachi 5)
Arulmigu Aruthra Kapaleeswarar Temple, Erode Town. During the period between
2012 and 2013 the following persons worked as Executive Officers of the above said
temples. 1) Tr.Vetriselvan, Arulmigu Avinasilingeswarar Thiru Koil, Avinasi
2) Tr.Jeevanantham, Arulmigu Anumantharaya Swamy Thiru Koil, ldugampalayam
3) Tr.Nagaiyan, Arulmigu Mariamman Angalamman Thiru Koil Pollachi and
additional charge of 4) Arulmigu lyappa Swamy Thiru Koil, Pollachi 5) Tr.K.Ravi,
Arulmigu Aruthra Kapaleeswarar Temple, Erode. All the above said Executive
Officers, wupon the instigation of the accused Tr.M.Pugazhendran, sent
recommendations for pay fixation for temporary staffs working under their control.

The accused Tr.M.Pugazhendran, Joint Commissioner, HR & CE, Coimbatore Zone



during his tenure, without obtaining sanction order from the Commissioner, HR&CE,
issued orders for pay fixation for 46 temple temporary staffs, who were recruited on
the basis of daily wages and thereby violated the rules and regulations of Hindu
Religious and Charitable Endowments Act (XXIl of 1959) to be adopted while
appointing temporary employees and regularizing them as permanent employees,
irrespective of their numbers of years of service, without verifying the genuineness of
the list of temple staffs and the connected files and documents sent to him.

The accused Tr.M.Pugazhendran, by abusing his official position and without
any public interest, passed orders for the claim of pay arrears and other benefits
apart from the regular pay for the above said 46 temple employees and thereby
caused undue pecuniary advantage to 46 temple temporary staffs and monetary
loss to the tune of Rs.19,21,155/- (Rupees Nineteen Lakhs Twenty One thousand
and one hundred and fifty five only) to the exchequer, the HR&CE/Government.

The Preliminary Enquiry conducted revealed Prima Facie materials which
made out a case against the accused. Upon the Preliminary Enquiry Report and
after getting concurrence from the competent authority, 1 am registering FIR in V&AC
Hars., Cr.N0.09/2019/AC/HQ U/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(d) of the Prevention of Corruption
Act, 1988 on 26.03.2019 at 14.00 hrs against the accused Tr.M.Pughazendran,
(Now Removed from Service), formerly Joint Commissioner, Hindu Religious and
Charitable Endowment Department, Coimbatore Region, Coimbatore. The original
FIR is forwarded to the Honourable Special Judge, Special Court for cases under the

Prevention of Corruption Act, Coimbatore and copies to the officers concerned.
