Based upon a Detailed Enquiry conducted against Tr. A. Amal Savio
Prakash, Horticulture Officer, Thandarampattu Block Assistant Director of
Horticulture (i/c) Thandarampattu Tiruvannamalai District, on the allegation of
misappropriation of Government fund allotted for the training of farmers under
perimetro vegetable cluster Development Programme that is on 23.05.2015
and 24.05.2015 to the tune of Rs.1,07.500/- and caused loss to the

Government exchequer.

The accused Tr. A. Amal Savio Prakash was formerly working as
Horticulture Officer, Thandrampattu Block, Tiruvannamalai District from
08.08.2013 and he was holding additional post of assistant Director of
Horticulture (i/c) Thandrampattu, Tiruvannamalai District from 01.11.2013 to
30.06.20'15 and again from 01.06.2016 till date. Hence the accused is a Public

servant comes under the purview of 2(c) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988.

The Detailed enquiry reveals that the Tamil Nadu Government
implemented a subsidy scheme dalled Peri Metro Vegetable Cluster
Development Programme, the objective of the scheme is to increase the
productivity of vegetables and enable farmers to sell their products on their
own and make vegetables to people at affordable cost. The farmers who
cultivate high yielding vegetable would be given 50% subsidy apart from other
training. The programme was being implemented across the state through the

Development programme was taken to a training tour.

Within the state by the Horticulture Department and for that the Tamil
Nadu Government Sanction Rs.1500/- to each participants of the tour

programme.

The Accused officer Tr. A. Amal Savio Prakash, Horticulture Officer was
incharge of Tiruvannamalai Block, ‘while he was Horticulture Officer in
Thandrampattu Block between 08.08.2013 to 14.05.2017, in that particular

period he created false record and bogus bills as if 200 farmers were taken to



a training tour to Timmapuram in 'Salem District on 15.04.2015 and
16.04.2015 through Peri Metro Vegetable Cluster Development Programme
and distributed Rs.875/- to each farmers, but actually no tour was arranged
particularly on 15.04.2015 and 16.04.2015 but a tour was arranged to Paiyur
in Krishnagiri District on the same month and on that particular occasion the
accused officer, distributed Rs.200/~ to each participants instead of Rs.875/-
and misappropriated an amount to the tune od Rs.2,75,000/-. Thus Accused
Officer created bogus bills and made false records and misappropriated
Rs.2,75,000/- and caused revenue loss to the Government exchequer. Thus
Accused Officer Tr. A. Amal Savio Prakash, Horticulture Officer,
Tiruvannamalai Block, committed offence punishable u/s. 465, 468, 471,
477(A), 167, 420 IPC and 13(2) r/iw 13(1)(c) & (d) of Prevention of Corruption
Act 1988.

The prior permission for registration of a Regular case against the AO is

obtained from the concerned Head of Department and it is enclosed.

Hence | register a case in Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Department
Tiruvannamalai Detachment in Cr. No. 15/2019 against Tr. A. Amal Savio
Prakash u/s. 465, 468, 471, 477(A), 167, 420 IPC and 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (c) &
