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SUBMITTED:-

Based upon an allegation of misappropriation of Government fund committed
by formerly Village Panchayat President and Panchayat Secretary of
Mutharasampoondi Village Panchayat during the year 2016, a Preliminary Enquiry

was conducted it revealed the following facts:

It is revealed that the accused A-1 Tmt. A. Rani, W/o Annamalai served as the
President of Mutharasampoondi Village Panchayat during the period from 2011 to
2016, accused A-2 Tr. K. Ganapathy, age 28, S/o Kathavarayan, worked as the
Panchcyat Secretary of Mutharasampoondi Village from 01.09.2015 to 31.06.2017.
The accused A-2 Tr. K. Ganapathy is a Public Servant and the accused A1 Tmt. A.
Rani was also public servant at the relevant period of occurrence as defined u/s 2(c)

of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988.

It is revealed that the accused officer -1 Tmt. A. Rani issued a cheque
No.550448 for Rs.21,560/- on 22.04.2016 in favour of the accused officer-2 Tr. K.
Ganapathy. The accused officer-1 Tmt. A. Rani was the custodian of the cheques
pertaining to Mutharasampoondi Village Panchayat during the period from 2011 to
2016. Even though it is the mandatory to obtain the counter signature of Tr. M.
Manikandan, formerly Vice-President of Mutharasampoondi Village Panchayat
before issuing the cheque, the accused officer -1 Tmt. A. Rani handed over the
cheque No.550448 to the accused officer-2 Tr.K. Ganapathy. The accused officer -2
Tr. K. Ganapathy transferred the cheque to his personal account No. 840657572 in
indian Bank, Naidu Mangalam Branch and withdrew Ré.Q,OOO/— and Rs.6,000/- on
the same day on 22.04.2012 and the remaining amount was also withdrawn on the

subsequent days.

It is revealed that the accused officer-2 Tr. K. Ganapathy had made entry into
the acquittance register as that of the receipt of two months’ salary for the said
amount Rs.21,560/-. The verification of the salary amount obtained by the accused
officer at the relevant period of months,'it was found that the actual salary amount
was Rs.8,700/- per month and for two months it was Rs.17,400/- which is not tallied
with the amount obtained through the cheque N0.550448. In addition to the above,
two months’ salary of sweeper Tmt. Geetha for the month of 12/2015 and 01/2016

totaling Rs.4,160/- was also misapproprlated by the accused officers .



It is revealed that the accused officer-1 Tmt. A. Rani prepared the cheque
N0.550448, dated: 22.04.2016 for Rs.21,560/- in favour of the accused officer-2 Tr.
K. Ganapathy. In turn Tr. K. Ganapathy forged the signature of Tr. M.Manikandan,
formerly Vice-President of Mutharasampoondi Village Panchayat with the knowledge

of accused officer-1 and encashed the amount.

Hence the accused officers 1. Tmt. A. Rani and 2 Tr. K. Ganapathy have
abused their official positions and conspired together to obtain wrongful gain and
creafed the cheque and forged the signature of the Vice-President and they used the
forged cheque as genuine and theyr have misappropriated the amount of Rs.21,560/-

and thereby got undue advantage dishonestly.

The aforesaid facts as revealed in the enquiry provide enough material for
suspicion of commission of cognizable offence which reguires registration of a

regular case against the above said A1 to A2.

Hence a case has been registered in Tiruvannamalai V & AC Cr. No. 21/2019
against the accused officers 1. Tmt. A. Rani and 2. Tr. K. Ganapathy under section
120(B), 465, 467, 468, 471, 420 IPC and 13 (2) r'w 13 (1} (c) of Prevention of
Corruption Act 1988 today on 16.11.2019 at 12.00 hrs.

The prior permission for the registration of the case against the accused

officer-2 was obtained from the competent authority.

The Original F.1.R is submitted before the Hon’ble Chief Judicial Magistrate
cum Special Judge for cases under Prevention of Corruption Act. Tiruvannamalai

and copies are sent to the concerned officers.
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
