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Continuation of FIR in Vigilance and Anti- Corruption, Headquarters Cr.No
26/2019/AC/HQ U/s 34,167,409,465,468 and 471 of IPC, and 13(2) r/w
13()(c) and (d) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988.

Based on reliable source of information and enquiry conducted against
marginally noted alleged accused Tr.M.Ettiyappan, served as Revenue
Divisional Officer, Tambaram during the period from 2011 to 2013 had
indulged in criminal misconduct by way of cancelling the existing patta in
Survey N0.400 extent 6.56 acres and in Survey No0.405/3 extent 5.09 acres and
transferred the patta in the name of Tr.M.Sowmiya. The accused A-I
Tr.M.Ettiyappan is a public servant under section 2 (c) of the Prevention of
Corruption Act, 1988 and A-2 Tmt.M.Sowmiya, is a private individual who is
said to be residing at No 48/76, Rail Nagar, Kadaperri, West Tambaram,
Chennai. The enquiry revealed commission of cognizable offence which is
detailed below: On perusal of the document it reveals that the land comprised
in Survey No0.400 and 405 consisting of 11.65 acres at Perungalathur Village,
Tambaram Taluk, Chengalpattu District was purchased by Tr.G.Nandakumar
in the year 1955 from Tmt.Jayalakshmi Ammal, W/0.S.Krishnaswamy
Ayyangar who holds the Power of Attorney from Tr.C.V.Padmanabha Chariyar
and his sons. On 1973 the land containing 11.65 acres was sold to
Tr.Gnanashanmugam, S/o0. Saravanapillai. Later the entire land was sold to
Dr.M.S.Kathirvelu in the year 1980. Finally in the year 1983 the land of 6.56
acres in Survey No0.400 was sold to Tamil Nadu Accountant General Staff Co-
operative Building Society and the land of 5.09 acres in Survey No. 405/3 was
sold to Chennai Metropolitan Co-operative Society. In the year 2013,
marginally noted alleged accused Tmt.M.Sowmiya (A-2) claims the entire
properties in Survey No. 400 and 405/3 land containing 11.65 acres belongs to
her husband Tr.S.Gnanashanmugam, S/o.Saravanapillai and stated that she
was the concubine of Tr.S.Gnanashanmugam for 10 years and she produced
an Unregistered will. In order to acquire the property in Survey No. 400 and
405/3, on 27.05.2013 Tmt.M.Sowmiya applied the Legal Heir Certificate along
with the Death Certificate of Tr.Gnanashanmugam. On enquiry, it reveals that
Tr.Gnanashanmugam was expired in the year 1993, whereas the Death
Certificate was registered in the year 2013 in Alandur Division which was
found to be forged and fabricated documents. The alleged accused A-2 makes
false documents or false electronic records with intend to cause damage or
injury or to support any claim or title which was dishonesty or fraudulently
makes, signs the documents. Enquiry in this case reveals that the Legal Heir
Certificate of Tr.S.Gnanashanmugam issued by Tahsildar Tambaram, dated
26.06.2013 but the Patta transfer ordered by RDO in Letter N0.990/2013/A,



dated 10.06.2013. The alleged accused A-lI without ascertaining the
genuineness of documents produced by A2, he has ordered to transfer the
patta in the name of A-2 with the common intention.Further enquiry discloses
that the A-1 without verifying the documents properly, not sending any notices
to the existing Patta owners ordered to issue the Patta in favour of
Tmt.M.Sowmiya. Finally, the Enquiry conducted reveals that the A-I
Tr.M.Ettivappan had conspired with the said Tmt.M.Sowmiya a private
individual to dishonestly misappropriate the properties in the name of actual
owners and by abusing his Official position as public servant caused an undue
favour to Tmt.M.Sowmiya by using the forged documents and knowing that the
same was forged, used the same as genuine and by dishonestly concealing the
fact that the same was forged ordered for cancellation of Patta and directed to
issue Patta in the name of the Tmt.M.Sowmiya without any public interest and
committed the Offence during the period 2013 while serving as RDO,
Tambaram by corrupt practices.The aforesaid facts revealed in the enquiry
provide enough prima-facie material for commission of cognizable offence. For
which the Vigilance Commission, Chennai has accorded permission to register
a RC against accused Tr.M.Ettiyappan and Tmt.M.Sowmiya. In the above acts
the accused committed cognizable offence punishable u/s 34, 167, 409, 465,
468, 471 and 13 (2), r/w 13(1)(c) and (d) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988
Hence | am registering a case in V&AC HQRS Gr.N0.26/2019/AC/HQ against
Tr.M.Ettiyappan S/o0 Tr.Munusamy, formerly Revenue Divisional Officer,
Tambaram, later Manager, Distribution-1, Civil Supplies Corporation, North
Region, Chennai (Under Suspension) and Tmt.M.Sowmiya (Private Individual).
The Original FIR is submitted before the Hon’ble Chief Judicial Magistrate cum
Special Judge, Chengelpattu and the copies are forwarded to the Superior
Officer for kind perusal.
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
