now Executive Engineer/Shift/NCTPS-11 after getting approval from the
Headquarters. The following details in the F.I.LR is that, on credible
information, the details were collected in respect of the involvement of
Tr.V.Ramakrishnan, formerly Assistant Executive Engineer, TANGEDCO,
3311/KV, Nanganallur Sub Station, Nanganallur, Chennai-61 is a public
servant u/s 2 (c) of PC Act 1988 involved in a criminal act which discloses

the prima facie of offence under prevention of corruption Act 1988.

For issuing electricity connections to the Shopping Complexes,
Multistoried and Special Buildings, Tamil Nadu Generation and
Distribution Corporation Ltd, Technical Branch has issued a circular in
memo No. CE/Comml/EE3/AEE2/F.Planning Permission/D.653/12 dated
03.12.2012 that insisting of planning permit and compliance certificate
while affecting of electricity service connection in respect of
multistoried and special buildings. Special buildings means: a) residential
or commercial buildings with more than 2 floors; or b) residential building
with more than six dwelling units; or ¢) commercial building exceeding a

floor area of 300 square meters. For these types of buildings, planning



permit and compliance certificate from the concerned department should
be furnished before the Electricity Board for obtaining electricity
connection by the building owner. Without getting these details, the
concerned electricity authority who have powers for effecting the
service connection should not be effected the service connection to that
applicant. The reason for this plan permit and completion certificate is
necessary for effecting electricity connections are: after obtained an
electricity connection, applicants have constructed more stories of
buildings beyond the plan of permit and used the same electricity service
connections without any deposit for the further utilizations. One Tr.
P.L.Arunachalam and Tr. A.R.Palaniappan, old No0.33, New No. 10, 4th Main
Road, Nanganallur, Chennnai-61 has built a (ground and 3 floors) 300
square meter extended shopping complex at old No.33, New No. 10, 4th
Main Road, Nanganallur, Chennnai-61. For that the building owners not
obtained building completion certificate from CMDA. Meanwhile the said
building owners applied for electricity service connections before the
Accused Officer Tr.V.Ramakrishnan, Assistant Executive Engineer,
TANGEDCO, 3311/KV/Nanganallur, Sub Station, Nanganallur, Chennai-61
without the building completion certificate. The accused officer instead
of rejecting the application for want of building completion certificate,
has given electricity connection to that building in service No. 244-184-
478 for 44KW/3 on 22.06.2016 without obtaining the building’s
completion certificate and violated the memo issued by the TANGEDCO
vide Memo No.CE/Comml/EE3/AEE2/F.Planning Permission/D.653/12 dt
03.12.2012 thereby misusing official capacity for his pecuniary advantage.

For effecting this electricity service connection for the above applicant



without getting completion certificate, the Accused Officer received Rs.
3 lakhs as bribe from the applicant. The accused officer who indulged
these type of serious violations i.e.,, building owners got building plan
permit for a limited square feet, A stories to evade from corporation
taxes, high tension electricity connections deposits, charges and erection
of separate transformer if that building exceeds 900 sq.ft, for interest
of private building rulers these type of corrupt officials made loss of
income to TANGEDCO. The Accused Officer had indulged in so many
cases like this instance case, only, for his pecuniary advantages and
thereby violated the rules and regulations and made income loss to
TANGEDCO. The constructed building area is exceeds 900 sq.ft, it is
found, a heavy money loss occurred, to TANGEDCO, by the way avoiding
High Tension Service Connection. The above act of the accused officer is
liable to be punish u/s 13 (2) r/w 13(1) (d) of PC Act 1988. In this regard
the Chairman-Cum-Managing Director/ TANGEDCO, who is the Competent
Authority to remove the official 'n Class-1 Service, has approved the
proposal as per the rule 17(A) (1) of the Prevention of Corruption
(Amendment) Act, 2018 vide his letter No. 15586/A5/A51/2020-1, dt.
04.08.2020. In view of the above information | register a case in Chennai
City-1ll Detachment of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Police Station
Crime No. 5/2020 u/s 13 (2) r/w 13(1) (d) of PC Act 1988 (Amended) 2018
and taken up for investigation. The original FIR is submitted to the
Hon'ble Chief Judicial Magistrate cum Special Judge, Chengalpattu and a
copy of the F.I.LR to be sent to the Superintendent of Police, Central

Range, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Chennai.
