Chennai - 16 was organized.

Corruption, Chennai City -1I Detachment, Alandur, Chennai - 16, Tmt.P.Sumathi, Deputy
Inspection Cell Officer, O/o District Inspection Cell Office, O/o the Collector, Kancheepuram
joined with the officials of Vigilance & Anti-Corruption, Chennai City - Il Detachment. The
following officials of V&AC and DICO of Kancheepuram assembled at about 12.30 hrs at the
O/o. DSP, Chennai City-ll, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, No. 293, MKN Road, Alandur,
Chennai - 16 and the entire team proceeded to O/o. Block Development Office, Kundrathur
Panchayat Union, Padappai, Kancheepuram by official vehicles and reached the said office at

about 14.45 hrs.

The surprise check team soon entered the O/o. BDO, Padappai Tr.John Anthonyraj, the
said private person was receiving cash from Tr.Gunasekaran @ Roopan, Assistant to
Tr.Vijayakumar, who applied for planning permission for his layout formed in Varatharajapuram
Village, Kundrathur Taluk. The team intervened the said transaction and enquired about it with
Tr.John Anthonyraj. He replied that he was received the cash Rs. 1,00,000/- from Tr.Gunasekaran
@ Roopan as per the instruction of Tr.Vijayanarayanan, Planner deputed from CMDA and

further enquiry with Tr.Gunasekaran @ Roopan he said the amount was demanded by the planner
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Tr.Vijayanarayanan as bribe other than government fees towards to approve the planning
permission applied by Tr.Vijayakumar. Therefore the cash was seized from Tr.John Anthonyraj
for investigation.

Further when Tr.John Anthonyraj enquired about his job in the office, he said he is an
outsider not employed in O/o. BDO,Padappai, but he assists the staffs in BDO, Padappai. He sits
next to Tr.Balakrishnan, Assistant and he has been paid Rs. 10,000/- p.m. On further enquiry, he
produced cash of Rs.99,500/- from his pant pocket other than his personal cash Rs.2300/- kept in
his purse. Towards the cash Rs.99,500/- he replied that it was an accumulated amounts given by
various persons applied for planning permissions and he received them on the instruction of
BDO : Tr.Vijayanarayanan, Planner and Tr.Balakrishnan, Assistant. Therefore the cash
Rs.99,500/- was also seized for the purpose of investigation. Further the team deducted that the
following registers/records carrying the information of applicants and others were maintained by
private person Tr.John Anthonyraj :

Rs. 15,000/- in his pant pocket and he did not give any satisfactory answer on first instance of
enquiry and later he confessed that he brought the cash towards to pay the labourers who were
waiting at his site. Since his replied hesitatively, the excess cash Rs. 15,000/- was returned with
the instruction to co-operated for further investigation and nothimg was seized from him.

At end of the check the total unaccounted cash Rs.1,99,500/- was seized for the purpose
of investigation and the explanations offered by the officials of O/o. BDO present on the day and
private persons present at the time of Surprise check were reduced in to statements of
.Tr.G.Balakrishnan, Assistant, 2.Tr.K.John Anthonyraj, S/o.Kulanthaisamy, 3.Tr.P.Gunasekaran
@ Roopan, S/o. Parasuraman and 4. Tr.Bose Gandhi, S/o.Vaithyalingam and enclosed as part of
this proceeding. During the check, taken the copies of July month attendance of O/o. BDO, Block
Panchayat office, Padappai. The Joint Surprise Check proceeding was completed at about 21.00
hrs and the entire check was conducted in a very cordial and very peaceful manner.
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
