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The accused Tr.K.Manickam was working as Assistant Executive
Engineer, TANGEDCO, O&M-Town, Perambalur from 22.05.2019 to
26.12.2019.

He is a public servant as defined u/s 2(c) of the Prevention of
Corruption Act 1988 (as amended in 2018).

Collection of sources reveals that he is a native of Venbavur village,
Perambalur Dist. His father Tr.Krishnasamy worked as a Superintendent in
National Sample Survey Organization, Salem and died in the year 1997 and
he had two wives. The Accused officer is first wife’s son and his mother
Tmt.Lakshmi is now getting pension of approximately Rs. 12,000/- per
month. He and his mother posses cultivation lands at Venbavur,
Perambalur Dist. He received the agriculture lands on the basis of Dhana
settlement.

His wife Tmt.M.Prabah is a housewife. He has one son and a
daughter. His son Tr.Harish is doing his first year B.D.S in Sri Mookambika
Institute of Dental Science, Kanyakumari. His daughter Selvi.Gayathri is
studying in 10th std in Goldengates Matriculation Higher Secondary School,
Perambalur. The accused joined as Technical Assistant in Tamilnadu
Electricity Board (South), Perambalur in the year 1998. Later after
promotion, during 27.03.2008 - 30.04.2013 he served as Asst. Engineer in
Airyalur, then he was promoted as Assistant Executive Engineer and
worked from 02.05.2013 - 26.12.2019 in O&M-Town, Perambalur, and
Koothur, Ariyalur Dist. In between from 01.03.2019 to 21.05.2019 he was

placed under suspension.

The accused was already concerned in a trap case in the Vigilance
and Anti-Corruption, Perambalur Detachment Cr.N0.04/2019 registered on
26.12.2019 for the demand and obtainment of bribe from one Tr.Saravanan.

He was suspended from 26.12.2019 to till date.



The accused during his tenure as Assistant Executive Engineer, O&M-
Town, Perambalur and Koothur, Ariyalur Dist for the period running from
01.12.2013 to 31.12.2019 had acquired asset disproportionate to his known
sources of income an unlawful and pecuniary sources and amassed wealth
(both movable, immovable and liquid cash) in his name and in the name of
his mother and family members. Hence the period running from 01.12.2013
to 31.12.2019 is fixed for the cash flow as check period for the purpose of
quantifying the disproportionate assets.

It is gathered that during the check period, he amassed asset
disproportionate to his known sources of income as detailed below

I. Asset (both movable, immovable and Liquid cash) held in the name
of Accused Officer Tr.K.Manickam and in the name of his mother
Tmt.K.Lakshmi and his family members on 01.12.2013 (beginning
of the check period) - Rs.7,75,000/-.

The available information makes out a prima facie case against the
accused Tr.K.Manickam, that he had been in possession of pecuniary
resources and amassed properties to the tune of Rs.98,35,691 in his name
and in the name of his mother and wife during the check period between
01.12.2013 and 31.12.2019, which is disproportionate to his known
sources of income. Thereby, he had committed the offence of criminal
misconduct by intentionally enriching himself illicitly during the period of
his office.

Therefore today 13.01.2021 at 10.30 hrs, | registered a case in
Perambalur Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Cr.No 01/2021 u/s 13(2) r/w
13(1) (b) of the Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 (as amended in 2018).

The original FIR is submitted to the Hon’ble Court of Chief Judicial
Magistrate cum Special Judge, Perambalur District and a copy of the FIR is
sent to the Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption,
Western Range, Chennai-16 for issuing orders u/s 17 of the Prevention of
Corruption Act-1988 to investigate the case and authorization u/s 18 of the
said Act to inspect the bankers book, in relation to the accounts of the
accused and others.
