Today on 15.11.2021 at 1700 hrs
when | was in my office, as per the
instruction of Directorate of Vigilance
and Anti-Corruption, Chennai, a case
was registered in Chennai V&AC,
Chennai City-lll, Crime No.
2/AC/2021/CC-111, U/s 13(2) rlw 13(1)
(d) of the Prevention of corruption Act,
1988 against A1 and A2. The detail of

the case runs as follows:-

Based on information received
through petition and enquiry conducted
into the allegation that during the
period from 08.01.2018 to 15.05.2018,
the marginally noted accused A-1
Tr.Sam Vincent and A-2 Tr.Saravanan,
while serving as Inspectors of Police,
Anti-Vice Squad, Greater Chennai
Police, by abusing their official
positions have committed criminal
misconduct and irregularities in their
regular office and they had been found
in nexus with the brothel-keepers and
thereby they alleged to have obtained
pecuniary advantage from the brothel-

keepers.



The Accused A-1 Tr.Sam Vincent and A-2 Tr.Saravanan are public

servants under section 2 (c) of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988.

The petition of Tr.Y.Akbar Ahmed s/o B.Yousuf Ahmed, Royapettah,
Chennai contains that, two inspectors of police, Anti-vice squad, namely Tr.
Sam Vincent and Tr.Saravanan, who earned lakhs of rupees in collusion with
pimps to run prostitution in the Chennai City, and after a probe, the said
inspectors were transferred by the Commissioner of police Chennai to other

police stations respectively.

He further stated that, when the said officers are confirmed to be involved
in receiving lakhs of rupees to allow the sex/prostitution business in the
Chennai city, they are proven to be unfit to remain in public service, as they
will be disastrous to the common public, as delinquent and corrupt officers
cannot remain in public service, and they will harm litigant public for money,
when the public approach them for help in the police stations, where these

inspectors of police are placed.

Based on the petition, a preliminary enquiry was made, which revealed the

following facts:

The accused AITr.Sam Vincent and A2 Tr.Sarvanan served as
Inspectors of Police, Anti-Vice Squad, Greater Chennai Police between
08.01.2018 and 15.05.2018. The accused Al Tr. Sam Vincent had his
jurisdiction over Sub-Urban Unit of Anti-Vice Squad (Unit-Il) in Chennai City
and the accused A2 Tr.Saravanan had Chennai City Anti-Vice Squad (Unit-I)

as his jurisdiction.

It is revealed that during the relevant period in 2018, the accused Al
Tr.Sam Vincent and A2 Tr.Saravanan had close nexus with one “Tailor Ravi’
and “Poonga Venkatesan”, who were notorious brothel-keepers in Chennai
City.“Tailor Ravi” is a notorious criminal gangster who runs prostitution in
Chennai City for the past several years. “Tailor Ravi” had been in hide for 8

years from the sight of Chennai Police, who was caught at last in November



2018.The accused Al Tr.Sam Vincent had been in touch with “Tailor Ravi”
even after his transfer from Anti-Vice Squad on 15-05-2018.There had been
frequent contacts between the accused Al.Tr.Sam Vincent and
“PoongaVenkatesan” from 7-1-2018 to 3-8-2018. The brothel-keeper
“PoongaVekatesan” was arrested by Anti-Vice Squad only in January 20109.

The CDR analysis shows nexus between Al, A2 and traffickers.

It is further revealed that, both the accused Al Tr.Sam Vincent and A2
Tr.Saravanan had been transferred out of the Unit only for their
misdemeanors and unbecoming attitude. The accused Tr.Saravanan has
registered only one case against “Tailor Ravi”, by showing him as “absconding
accused”. “Tailor Ravi” was not arrested by the accused Al Tr.Sam Vincent
and A2 Tr.Saravanan till their tenure in Anti-Vice Squad. During the relevant
period, the accused A2 Tr.Saravanan had not even registered a single case
against the brothel-keeper “PoongaVenkatesan”, whereas, he had been found
in frequent contact with him. The accused Al Tr.Sam Vincent has not
registered any case against Tailor Ravi and PoongaVenkatesan. The accused
Al Tr.Sam Vincent and A2 Tr.Saravanan had close contact with the said

immoral traffickers and both they had indulged in corrupt practices.

The preliminary enquiry conducted revealed prima facie case against
the accused A.0-1 Tr.Sam Vincent and A.O-2 Tr.Saravanan and thereby the
accused A-1 Tr.Sam Vincent and A-2 Tr.Saravanan appear to have committed
criminal misconduct punishable u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1) (d) of the Prevention of

Corruption Act, 1988.

Therefore, | register a case as per the memorandum of DVAC in PE
265/2018/POL/CC-IV, dt.22.10.2021, against the accused Al Tr.Sam Vincent
and A2 Tr.Saravanan in V&AC, CC-Ill, Cr.No0.2/2021/AC/CC-Ill, U/s 13(2) riw
13(1) (d) of the Prevention of corruption Act, 1988 on 15.11.2021 at 1700hrs.
