The accused officer -1 Tr.P.Velkumar, S/o K.Palavesam is working as
Head Constable, Special Branch, SB duty at Erode Town Police station, Erode
is a public servant u/s 2 (c) of Prevention Corruption Act 1988. He was

recruited as a Gr.ll Police constable in the year of 1997.

During the check period from 01.04.2013 to 31.03.2018, A-l was
working as Head Constable at Karungalpalayam PS from June 2011 to March
2015, at Erode Taluk Ps from March 2015 to November 2017 and at Special
Branch, Erode from November 2017 to till date. A-1 having an elder brother
named Tr.P.Pechimuthu is a Grocery shop owner and has separate family,
his father Late Tr.Palavesam was a private worker and both are hailing from

middle class family.

A-2 Tmt.V.Jeyapraba, wife of Tr.P.Velkumar (A-I) is a house wife and

does not have sufficient resources to buy a property as found in her income.
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A-1 accumulated maximum assets in the name of his wife (A-2) during
the period from 01.04.2013 to 31.03.2018 for calculating disproportionate

assets which was acquired by him.

During the check period from 01.04.2013 to 31.03.2018 the A-1
acquired assets [/ pecuniary resources in the name of his wife
Tmt.V.Jeyapraba (A-2), who had insufficient means to purchase the

properties found in her name.

Thus, it is learnt that the Accused-1 has acquired and possessed
properties and pecuniary resources in the name of his wife (A-2) to the tune
of Rs.56,93,736/- which is disproportionate to his known source of income
during the check period between 01.04.2013 to 31.03.2018. Thereby, the
accused (A-1) purchased properties in the name of A-2 who abetted A-1 to
acquire wealth disproportionate to his known source of income. There are
prima facie materials available for taking up investigation against A-1 and A-
2. The above information discloses suspicion of commission of offences
under section 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (e) of prevention of Corruption Act, 1988
r/w 109 IPC against A-1 and A-2.

Hence, | am registering a case in Erode Vigilance and Anti-Corruption
Cr.No.2/AC/2021 on 19.01.2021 at 15.00 hrs u/s under section 13 (2) r/w
13 (1) (e) of prevention of Corruption Act 1988 r/w 109 IPC against A-l and
A-2. The A-1 Tr.P.Velkumar for the commission of offences punishable
u/s 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (e) of prevention of Corruption Act 1988 and A-2
Tmt.V.Jeyapraba for offences punishable under section 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (e)
of prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 r/w 109 IPC.

Original FIR is submitted to the Hon'ble Chief Judicial Magistrate and
Special Judge, Erode and a copy of FIR sent to Tmt.M.P.Dhivya, DSP, V&AC,
