Continuation of F.I.R. in Ramanathapuram Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Crime
No.2/2021

A.0.1 was a public servant as defined u/s 2 (c¢) of P.C. Act, 1988 during the
commission of offence. Collection of sources reveals that the A.O.s hails from a
normal class family. A.Os are husband and wife who are native of S.Kodikulam
village, Paramakudi Taluk, Ramanathapuram District. It is gathered that A.O.s are
intentionally enriches themselves illicitly in their names during the period of A.0.1
tenure of his office. Most of acquisitive activities of A.O.s fall between 25.10.2011
and 24.10.2016 and hence it has been chosen as tentative check period and during

that period the A.Os were found in possession of assets as detailed below.

Assets found in the name of A.Os.|l and 2 in form of sites, Rs.3,12,431.00
agricultural lands, bank balances etc., at the
commencement of the check period i.e. as on 25.10.2011

Assets found in the name of A.0.1 and 2 in form of sites, Rs.75,18,533.00
agricultural lands, bank balances etc., at the end of the
check period i.e. as on 24.10.2016

Income of A.Os from known sources in form of monthly Rs.55,26,691.00
salary, agricultural income, rental income etc., during the
check period between 25.10.2011 and 24.10.2016.

Expenditure incurred by A.Os during the check period Rs.29,67,487.00
between 25.10.2011 and 24.10.2016.

Value of assets acquired by A.Os during the check period Rs.72,06,102.00
between 25.10.2011 and 24.10.2016.

Likely savings assets acquired by the A.Os during the Rs.25,59,204.00
check period between 25.10.2011 and 24.10.2016.

Disproportionate assets acquired by the A.O.s during the Rs.46,46,898.00
check period between 25.10.2011 and 24.10.2016.

The available information makes out a prima facie case against A.O.s
Tr.G.Naganathan and Tmt.NJeyalakshmi that they were in possession of pecuniary
resources and properties to the tune of Rs. 46,46,898/- during the check period
which is disproportionate to their known sources of income. Thereby A.Os had
committed the offence of Criminal Misconduct by intentionally enriching themselves

illicitly during the period of his office and A.0.2 committed the said offence by



acquiring the assets through the resources of A.0-1 who as abettor in the
concealment of ill gotten money held by A.0.1 and by giving consent by way of
holding properties in her name. Therefore, today 05.03.2021 at 12.00 hours,
I registered a case in Ramanathapuram Vigilance and Anti-Corruption
Crime No. 2/2021 against the A.0.1 for commission of the offence u/s 13 (2) r/w 13
(1) (e) and A.0.2 u/s 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (e) r/w 109 IPC of Prevention of Corruption
Act, 1988. The original F.I.R. is submitted to the Hon'ble Court of the Chief Judicial
Magistrate/Special Judge, Ramanathapuram District and a copy of F.I.R. is sent to
the Superintendent of Police, Southern Range, V&AC, Chennai for issuing order u/s
17 of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 to investigate the case and
authorization u/s 18 of the said act to inspect the bankers books in relations to the

accounts of the A.Os.
