Corruption Act, 1988. On credible information as to the commission of malpractices in
claiming the amount paid by the Government towards food and other allowances to the
students, who stayed in Adi Dravida Welfare Girls” Hostel, Kandaramanickam, Sivagangai
District, a Preliminary enquiry was conducted as per the orders of the Directorate of
Vigilance and Anti-Corruption in PE.76/2018/ADW/SG, dated 16.03.2018 and the
following facts were brought to light. The provisions such as vegetables, egg, milk,
sundries, mutton, chicken, etc. were provided by PAMCO and rice was provided by
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purchase cost of the above said provisions were paid by
i ravida Welfare Department to PAMCO and TNCSC through ECS. An amount of

Every vyear,
cy position in the hostel is submitted by the warden of the concerned hostel to the District

Adi Dravida & Scheduled Caste Welfare Officer; applications are sent to the hostel warden for

issuing the same to the students. The filled in application form from an eligible student should be
obtained through the Schools situated near by the hostel concerned and sent to the Adi Dravida
Welfare Officer through the Warden.

The students are admitted against vacancies after the
selection made by .the selection committee.

On the basis of the Proceedings of the District Adi

Dravida & Scheduled Caste Welfare Officer, the eligible students will be allowed to join in the

hostel.

There is reliable information that the Accused had falsified the Attendance Register of
2017-2018, and falsely shown the'names

of two students - Srinidhi and. Santhiya of
Kandaramanickam Meyyammai Aachi Pitchaikutty High School as if they were stayed in the

hostel, while they have left the school and got their Transfer Certificates from the school, and
e misappropriated the provisions such as rice, dhal, sundries, vegetables, etc. provided to the
students by the Government to the extent of Rs.l 8,000/- (Rs.900 x 10= Rs.9000/- from July 2017
to April 2018 for two students). Further, there is also reliable information that the Accused had
not properly prepared the Attendance Register of the hostel without directly seeing the presence
of the students in the hostel. According to the statements of some students, they have stated that
they have not permanently stayed in the hostel; they have gone to their houses as they are

nearing around Kandaramanickam. They have stated that, whenever they went to the hostel, food
is being provided to them.

Thus, the above said facts would
