Therefore the accused A.0-1 to A.0-9 come under the
definition of 2 (c) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 at the relevant period of occurrence.

Based on Vigilance Report initiated by an officer of this Directorate, a Detailed
Enquiry was conducted as per the orders of the Director, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption,
Chennai in DE No.14/2019/RDP/KM dated 06.06.2019 and the following facts were brought
to light.

The Accused Officers A-1 to A-9 have committed irregularities and misappropriated the
Government fund while implementing Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Scheme in Mugaiyur Panchayat of Lathur Panchayat Union, Kanchipuram
District, now Chengalpattu District. Further, the Accused Officers have not implemented
the works under MGNREGS properly, they have failed to check, supervise the work and
have also failed to maintain the records related to this scheme. The BDOs and Deputy
BDOs (A-1 to A-6) have allowed and passed the bills without their signatures and thus
have allowed for generated of total amount for workers through their FTO Digital Key
without fully implementing MGNREGS work. The records are found to be improperly
maintained particularly the NMRs and “M” Books. The Accused Officers have signed some
of the records, while in majority of the records their signatures are not found.

The following works were not properly implemented by the Accused Officers
during the period of 2017 - 2018 & 2018 - 2019 in their tenure and misappropriated the
amount and loss to the Panchayat/Government for their personal benefits and gains.

The above mentioned 19 MGNREGS works were accounted by the accused officers
A-1 to A-9 during their tenure, but the works were not implemented properly and showed
the works were fully completed in their records. It is also found that many of the records
were missing which leads to the suspicious whether they are actually maintained or not by

the Accused Officers or whether they are purposefully hidden by the Accused Officers.

Further, It is found that, certain payment have been credited wantonly into the Bank
Accounts of the Workers who have not actually done the said work. Later the Accused
Officer-9 had pressurized them to return back the amount under the pretext that the amount
has been wrongly credited. Some of the such persons have returned the amount in total,
whereas some have refused to repay, while some have paid in part to the A-9 and retained
the balance amount. Thus, the Accused Officers misappropriated the Government Funds in
a lethargic manner wantonly without having any social responsibility and welfare to

Panchayat under their control.
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It is found that the Accused Officers 1 to 9 by colluding with each oi lad
committed embezzled of Government Funds to the tune of Rs.60,84,131/- for their personal
gains. It is also found that without implementing any work, the Accused Officers wantonly
disbursed the amount to the ineligible beneficiaries bank account who were not attended a
single day for those works in their Panchayat and they (witnesses) also produced their
bank account pass book for the credited total amount of Rs.82,577/-. This amount is

included in the over-all misappropriated amount of Rs.60,84,131/-.

The A.Os 1to 9 have not implemented any MGNREGS work in the year of 2017 -
2018 & 2018 - 2019 at Mugaiyur Panchayat of Lathur Panchayat Union, but they had
claimed money illegally from the Government and caused revenue loss to the Panchayat
by colluding each other with connivance for their personal gain and also made false entries
in the Government Registers in a forged manner. Totally, they failed to follow the rules,
duties and responsibilities of their work in MGNREGS scheme and misused their powers
for their personal gain and caused revenue loss to the Panchayat/Government to the tune
of Rs.60,84,131/- during the year 2017-2018 & 2018-2019.

Therefore, there is a prima facie case for commission of cognizable offences
warranting the registration of a regular Case in Kanchipuram V&AC, Crime
N0.3/AC/2021/KM u/s.13(2) riw 13(1) (c) (d) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 (as
amendment Act,2018) and section 409, 468 & 471 r/w 109 IPC against the Accused-1 to 9
on 01.02.2021 between 16.00 hrs and 17.00 hrs. The registration of FIR is necessary to

investigate and to unearth further facts. 1
