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SubmittecL: Accused Officer is a public servant as defined u/s 2 (c) of P.C. Act, 1988
during the commission of the offence. The Accused Officer is native of S.Keerandali
village in Ramanathapuram District and got married one Tmt.Santhi D/o Palanisamy
of S.Keerandai village, Kadaladi Taluk in Ramanathapuram District. They have two
daughters and a son who were completed their M.B.B.S. course at Annamalai
Medical College, Chidambaram. His son completed his M.S. degree and the same
university and M.C.H. at Meenakshi Medical College at Kanchipuram. While looking
into their study and marriage expenses of these three children, it is found that the
Accused Officer spent more than Rs.3 crore for their children. It is gathered that the
Accused Officer is intentionally enriches himself illicitly in his name during the period
of Accused Officer's tenure of his office. Most of acquisitive activities of Accused
Officer fall between 01,01.2011 and 31.10.2020 and hence it has been chosen as
tentative check period and during that period the Accused Officer was found in

possession of assets as detailed below.

The available information makes out a prima facie case against Accused
Officer Tr.S.Manoharan that he was in possession of pecuniary resources and
properties to the tune of Rs. 4,46,53,148.94/- during the check period which is
disproportionate to his known sources of income. Thereby the Accused Officer had
committed the offence of criminal miscgnduct by intentionally enriching himself
illicitly during the period of his office by acquiring the assets through the resources
of Accused Officer. Therefore, today 10.05.2021 at 11.00 hours, | registered a case
in Ramanathapuram Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Crime No0.3/2021 against the
Accused Officer for commission of the offence u/s 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (b) of
Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act, 2018. The original F.l.R. is submitted to
the Hon'ble Court of the Chief Judicial Magistrate/Special Judge, Ramanathapuram
District and a copy of F.I.R. is sent to the Superintendent of Police, Southern Range,
V&AC, Chennai for issuing order u/s 17 of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 to
investigate the case and authorization u/s 18 of the said act to inspect the bankers

books in relations to the accounts of the Accused Officer.
