The Special Deputy Collector (Stamps) is empowered to fix the prevailing market
value of the property considering all aspects pertaining to market value of the property. He
should visit the land, enquire the land value, record the statement of withesses as per rule
3,4,5,6 and 7 of Stamps Act 1968 and then he should fix and collect the Stamp value and
send it to the concerned Sub Registrar.

On 05.11.2007, Tr.Munusamy S/o Late Poonjolai Gounderand 7 others of his family
members sold a land measuring about 5.88 acres in Katpadi Village S.N0.474,550 to A-5 to
A-11 noted in the margin vide Doc.N0.9108/2007 on 05.11.2007 at the office of the Sub
Registrar Katpadi. In the same year they started Rea! Estate business under the name of
VIP Garden and started selling the plots. They sold some plots to public and on 01.12.2016
A-5 to A-11 sold the remaining unsold plots ie., 5.27 acres of land to A-3 Tr.E.Parasurman
being the power Agent of A-4 Tr.Sekar Reddy by showing it as an agricultural land. The
above said land owners separately registered their portions ie., 75 cents (5.27 Acres
partition by 7 owners) of land to A-4 Tr.Sekar Reddy and registered at Sub Registrar Office,
Katpadi vide Document Nos. 8059/2016, 8060/2016, 8061/2016, 8062/2016, 8063/2016,
8064/2016 and 8065/2016 dated 01.12.2016.

The land owners sold their part of land i.e., 75 cents of land to A-4.Tr.Sekar Reddy
for Rs.25,60,000/-. A-1 Tr.K.Sampath, Sub Registrar, Katpadi sent the documents to the
Special Deputy Collector (Stamps) to fix the market value and the Deputy Collector
(Stamps) A-2 Tr.A.Abdul Muneer after his enquiry fixed the land value as Rs.45,000/- per

cent.



But the Government fixed the Guideline value for the land in Katpadi Village S.No s
474 and 550 as Rs.600/- per Sq.feet the actual value of the land as per guideline value is
Rs.13,72,14,000/-, but they registered the land for the value of Rs.2,46,98,520/- and the
difference is Rs.11,25,15,480/-,

The A-1 Tr.K.Sampath Sub Registrar, Katpadi and A-2 Tr.A.Abdul Muneer, Special
Deputy Collector (Stamps), Vellore District conspired with the land purchaser A-3
Tr. Parasuraman being the Power agent of A-4 Tr.Sekar Reddy and vendor of the property
A-5 Tr.S.M.Sundaram, A-6 Tr.Ramesh Babu, A-7 Tr.G.M.Jegannathan, A-8 Tr.S.Ganesan,
A-9 Tr.S.Sadananthan, A-10 Tr.B.Ravichandran and A-11 Tr.S.Kumaresan and by abusing
their official position by violating the guideline value calculated the land area in cents
instead of Sq.feet and registered the above said land in cents, wantonly reduced the stamp
value and registration fees and thereby caused loss to the Government Exchequer to the
tune of Rs.78,76,090/- as stamp duty and Rs.11,25,155/- as fees.

The prior permission for registration of regular case against the public servants is
obtained from the concerned head of department.

Therefore today on 13.05.2021 at 11.00 hrs, a case in Vellore, Vigilance and Anti-
Corruption Detachment Cr.No: 06 / 2021 u/s 120(B), 409 IPC and u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(d) of
the Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 r/w 109 IPC was registered against A-1
Tr.K.Sampath Sub Registrar, Katpadi, A-2 Tr.A.Abdul Muneer, Special Deputy Collector
(Stamps), Vellore District, A-3 Tr. Parasuraman A-4 Tr.Sekar Reddy, A-5 Tr.S.M.Sundaram
