Based on the credible information collected by an officer of Vigilance and Anti-

Corruption Department through Vigilance Report reveals the following facts.

During the relevant period of occurrence Financial year 2009-2010 the AO-1

Government Primary Health Centre entered into criminal conspiracy in order to

misappropriate Government Funds under Tamilnadu Dr.Muthulakshmi Reddy

Maternity Benefit Scheme, the AO-1 Dr.Alagurani had disbursed under the above
said scheme funds of Rs.60,12,000/- to the 1002 beneficiaries vide in her
proceedings in R.N0.62/2010/PHC, Dt.05.03.2010. Out of the 1002 beneficiaries

listed it is found that serial number 333 to 429 (97 beneficiaries) were ineligible to
avail the benefit in this scheme during the financial year 2009-2010 because most of

the beneficiaries will have their First / Second delivery (First Child/ Second Child) in



month of August, September, October of 2010 and they were eligible to avail the

he above said scheme only in the Financial year 2010-2011.

P ance of conspiracy the AO-1 Dr.Alagurani with the connivance of the
han who is an abettor in the commission of the offence with the intention
to misappropriate the Government Funds in the above said scheme, frames an
incorrect document with intent to cause loss to the Government, dishonestly and
fraudulently makes a false document for the purpose of cheating prepared false
Treasury Bill N0.74/2009-2010 dt.05.03.2010 for 1002 beneficiaries by including 97
ineligible beneficiaries who are shown in serial no.333 to 429 as per proceedings in
R.N0.62/2010/PHC, dt.05.03.2010. It has been entered in the Non Salaried bill
Register page no0.93 maintained by the O/o the Block Medical Officer, M.Pudhupatti.
The Accused Officers has not maintained relevant register as per G.0.M.S.184,
dt. 11.09.2006 relating to the beneficiaries. The AO-1, AO-2 knowing and having
reason to believe that Treasury Bill N0.74/2009-2010 dt.05.03.2010 to be forged one
fraudulently and dishonestly uses it as genuine and submit the treasury bill
No0.74/2009-2010 to the Treasury, falsify the accounts for the purpose of cheating
and thereby misappropriated Government funds of the above said scheme for 97
ineligible beneficiaries to the tune of Rs.5,82,000/- (Five Lakhs and eighty two
thousand) (97 beneficiaries x Rs.6000/- = Rs.5,82,000/-). The bill amount of
Rs 60 12 000/- was credited in AO-1's designation bank account and the same has
been withdrawn.
The 97 ineligible beneficiaries those who are noted in the false treasury bill
No.74/2009-2010 whose gestation period start approximately NoWDec.2009,
Jan./Feb.2010 and ends in the month of Aug./sep./0ct.2010 have eligibility to avail

the benefit in this scheme. Accordingly during financial year 2010-2011 while



mSelvasudha (died) who was holding the post of Block Medical Officer,
M.Pudhupatti at that time had claimed Treasury Bill No0.11/2010-2011 dated
08.11.2010 as per her proceedings in R.N0.478/10/PHC, Dt.08.11.2010 for 600
beneficiaries including the 97 ineligible beneficiaries who are already mentioned in
false Treasury Bill N0.74/2009 prepared by the AO-1 and AO-2.

Thus the Government Funds of Rs.5,82,000/- (For 97 ineligible beneficiaries x
Rs.6000/-) was misappropriated by AO-1, AO-2 which was claimed on 05.03.2010
and received for 97 ineligible beneficiaries before they got delivery in the month of
Aug./Sep./Oct.2011. As per the proceedings of the Director of Public Health and
Preventive Medicine, Chennai in R.N0.101302/PHC 3/A3/2020-3, Dt.19.02.2021, the
Competent authority has accorded previous approval u/s 17(A)(1) of the PC
(Amendment) Act, 2018 to register Regular Case against AO-1 Tmt.Alagurani and
AO-2 Tr.Mohan. The Directorate of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Chennai in
VR.N0.27836/2019/PH/VN, Dt.10.03.2021 has accorded sanction for Institution of
Regular Case against both Accused Officers.

The above information collected during Vigilance Enquiry Report disclosed
prima-facie commission of cognizable offence against AO-1 and AO-2. Hence
today 02.08.2021 at 08.00 hrs, | registered Regular Case in Virudhunagar Vigilance
and Anti-Corruption Crime No.7/2021 u/s 120(b), 167, 409, 465, 468, 471, 477(A) riw
109 IPC and Section 13(1)(c), 13(2) riw 12 of PC Act 1988 against AO-1
Dr.Alagurani and AO-2 Tr.Mohan.

The Original F.I.R is submitted to the Chief Judicial Magistrate/Special Court

for trial of Prevention of Corruption Act cases, Srivilliputhur and copies submitted to

the concerned authorities.
