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The enquiry further revealed the fact that the beneficiaries already had concrete
roof houses and they are all having PAN numbers and they are not coming under the
category of weaker sections of the Urban Society and allotted loan to 1) Tr.Duraisamy,
S/o Palaniappan, Mallamooppanpatti, Salem to a sum of Rs.2,10,000/- in 3 installments,
2) Tr.Vetrivel, S/o Mariappan, Mallamooppanpatti, Salem to a sum of Rs.2,10,000/- in 3
installments, 3) Tr.Radhakrishnan, S/o Vaiyapuri, Ammani Aiyamperumalpatti, Salem to
a sum of Rs.2,10,000/- in 3 installments, 4) Tr.A.Sivakumar, S/o Annamalai,
Karungalpatti, Salem to a sum of Rs.2,10,000/- in 3 installments, 5) Tmt.Bakkiyam, W/o
Natesan, Mariammam Koil Street, Salem Town to a sum of Rs.2,10,000/ in 3
installments, 6) Tmt.Mallika, W/o Ganesan, Mariamman Koil Street, Manakadu, Salem
to a sum of Rs.2,10,000/- in 3 installments and 7) Tmt.Rosalin, W/o Jayachandran,
Sooramangalam, Salem to a sum of Rs.2,10,000/- in 3 installments and in total a sum of
Rs.14,70,000/- was misappropriated by the accused A.O.1 to A.O.4 and they are being
public servants, committed criminal misconduct and the amount was shared among
themselves. \

The prima facie cognizable offence is made out against the above said accused
A.O.1 to A.0.4 being public servants, appears to have committed the offences
punishable u/s 120-B, 167, 409, 420 IPC and u/s 13(2) r/w 13 (1) (d) of the Prevention
of Corruption Act, 1988 as amended by the Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act,
2018.

The prior permission for the registration of the case against A.O.1 to A.O.4 was
accorded by the competent authority.

The A 0 1 is having the responsibilities of receipt of application forms from the
eligible beneficiaries under PRADHAN MANTRI AWAS VOJANA (PMAY) HOUSING
FOR ALL (HFA) (URBAN) scheme, verify the genuineness of the documents which
were enclosed with the application form, conduct field inspection along with A02 to
A 0 4 and ascertain that the applicants are not having any Concrete Roofed house by
their own and after confirming their eligibility, issue work order to them, AO2to AO4
are having the responsibilities to verify the photocopy of the title deed, family photo of
the beneficiary taken in front of the existing house, undertaking of the beneficiary as per
Annexure-l.

It is found that AO 1to A 04 hatched a criminal conspiracy to misappropriate
the fund, in order to execute the conspiracy, they have selected ineligible persons as
beneficiaries and during the enquiry, 7 beneficiaries were randomly ascertained
between the period 2017-2018 and 2018-2019, without conducting any field inspection
and also without verifying the genuineness of the documents enclosed with the
application, issued work order on various dates by violating the guidelines issued by the
Government of India in G O. Ms No 125 Housing and Urban Development (SC1(2))
Department dated 08.10.2015
