2) A-1 Tr.S.Mohammed Shahul Hameed
A—3Tr.K.Ra_V|, _ joined as Helper in Tamil Nadu Electricity
Executive Engineer, (O&M)
formerly Porur Division, Board in the year 1989. He was working as
CEDC C_hennal South-1, then Assistant Engineer, O&M, TANGEDCO,
Chennai.
lyyappanthangal Section, Chennai from
01.10.2015 to 06.06.2019.
3) A-2 Tr.T.Perumal joined as Mazdoor in Tamil Nadu Electricity Board in

the year 09.11.2005. He was working as Inspector of Assessment at O/o0 the AE,

O&M, TANGEDCO, lyyappanthangal Section, Chennai from 28.06.2017 onwards.

4) A-3 Tr.K.Ravi joined as Asst. Engineer in Tamil Nadu Electricity Board in
the year 16.06.1990. He was working as Executive Engineer, O&M, Porur
Division, Chennai from 11.01.2018 to 07.03.2019. A-l to A-3 are public

servants as per the provisions of the Prevention of Corruption Act.



5) One Tmt.E.Usha Nandhini was constructing 2 floor building at Door
No0.1/153,154, Mount Poonamalee High Road, lyyappanthangal, Chennai-56. In
order to obtain EB service connection Tr.K.Ethiraj, husband of Tmt.E.Usha
Nandhini approached the A-l1 at his office along with application. Tr.K.Ethiraj
requested 3 EB 3 phase service connections. At that time the A-I called A-2 to
his office and informed the request of Tr.K.Ethiraj to him. Both A-1 and A-2
visited the spot on 19.09.2018 and on the spot A-l and A-2 demanded Rs.10
lakhs as undue advantage from the said Tr.K.Ethiraj to give service connections.
On persuasion by the said Tr.K.Ethiraj, the A-lI reduced his demand to Rs.6

lakhs and A-2 accepted Rs.l lakh as part payment in cash.

6) Then A-l and A-2 subsequently brought the said Tr.K.Ethiraj to the office
of the A-3 on 25.09.2018. When Tr.K.Ethiraj met A-3 in the presence of A-l and
A-2 at the office of the A-3, A-3 demanded bribe Rs.6 lakhs at the rate of
Rs.2 lakhs for each service from Tr.K.Ethiraj, for himself and to A-1 & A-2 and

further told that without getting money he could not give service connections.

7) Thereafter on 18.10.2018 the A-1 and A-2 met the said Tr.K.Ethiraj at his
house at Door No.6/122, Mariamman Koil Street, lyyappanthangal, Chennai-56
and reiterated their earlier demand and received bribe Rs.5 lakhs for A-1 to A-
3. After receiving bribe the A-l1 to A-3 gave 1 EB service connection to the said
Tr.K.Ethiraj. They didn't give the remaining service connections. On enquiry by
the said Tr.K.Ethiraj, he came to know that both A-2 and A-3 were transferred
to some other locations. The said Tr.K.Ethiraj already paid fees Rs.34,292/-
required for the service connections on 29.09.2018 & 04.10.2018. The A-I to A-
3 neither gave service connections fully nor returned the money to the said

Tr.K.Ethiraj.
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8) Thus the A-l to A-3 by abusing their official positions demanded and
accepted Rs.6 lakhs as illegal gratification other than legal remuneration by
corrupt and illegal means. The said acts of the A-1 to A-3 constitute offences
u/ss 7, 12 of the Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act, 2018. The A-I to

A-3 have also indulged in many such corrupt activities.

9) The Competent Authority accorded previous approval as per the
provisions of the Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act, 2018 to take up
investigation. Having received consent from the higher officers, this case in
DVAC Headquarters Cr.No.11/2021, u/s 7, 12 of the Prevention of Corruption
(Amendment) Act, 2018 is registered against A-l1 to A-3 this day 02.03.2021 at

15.00 hrs and taken up for investigation.
