Inspector Chennai - Kaniyakumari Express Arakkonam, Ranipet District, (Now under

suspension) is a public servant as defined u/s 2(c) of the Prevention of Corruption Act

1988 and A-2 Tmt.R.Latha W/o Rajasekaran residing at No.80, Madavabala Nagar,

Melpudupet, Walajah, Ranipet District is a home maker and she is a private individual

during the period of commission of offence.

3) It is gathered that the accused hailed from a middle-class family.

father's name is Tr.Arjuanan and mother’'s name is Tmt.Sundari and both expired. He

married one Tmt.Latha and she is not an earning member of his family and they have

two children.



(4) It is gathered that during the period between 01.01.2013 and 30.04.2017

A-1 Tr.S.A.Rajasekaran acquired assets and pecuniary resources in his name and in

the name of his wife in various places of Vellore and Ranipet Districts.

Most of the

acquisitive activities of A-1 Tr.S.A.Rajasekaran and his wife A-2 Tmt.Latha fall between

01.01.2013 to 30.04.2017 and hence it was chosen as tentative check period.

(5) During the check period, A-1 Tr.S.A.Rajasekaran and his wife A-2

Tmt.Latha were found in possession of assets as detailed below:

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(6) The available information makes out a prima facie case against A-1
Tr.S.A.Rajasekaran and his wife A-2 Tmt.Latha were found in possession of pecuniary
resources and properties to the tune of Rs.48,78,722/-during the check period between
01.01.2013 and 30.04.2017 which is disproportionate to their known sources of income
and the percentage of Disproportionate assets was worked out to be 454% out of his
total income. Thereby A-1 Tr.S.A.Rajasekaran had committed the offence of Criminal
misconduct by amassing wealth during the check period of his office and
A-2 Tmt.Latha had abetted A-1 to commit the said offence by acquiring the assets

through the resources of A-1.

(7) Therefore, today on 28.09.2021 at 08.30 hrs, | registered a case in
Vellore Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Cr.N0:14/2021 against A-1 Tr.S.A.Rajasekaran
u/s 13 (2) rlw 13 (1) (e) of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 and against A-2
Tmt.R. Latha W/o Rajasekaran u/s 109 IPC r/w 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (e) of the Prevention of
Corruption Act, 1988.

(8 The original First Information Report is submitted to the Hon’ble Special
Judge/Chief Judicial Magistrate, Vellore and copy of the First Information Report is sent
to the Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Western Range, for
issuing order u/s 17 of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 to investigate the case and
authorization u/s 18 of the said Act to inspect bankers books in relation to the accounts
of A-1 Tr.S.A.Rajasekaran and his wife A-2 Tmt.R.Latha.
