A reliable information was collected by an officer of V&AC, Cuddalore which 
discloses allegations of corrupt practices, irregularities and embezzlement of 
funds by a medical officer of Government Kamaraj Hospital, Chidambaram 
and the information collected is given below.

Dr.B.Tamilarasan was working as Chief Civil Surgeon, Government Kamaraj 
Hospital, Chidambaram between 2017 and 2020. The said period covers 
entire allegations. He was a public servant within the meaning of section 2(c) 
of The Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act 2018 during the relevant 
period of occurrence.

Tamil Nadu Medical Service Corporation Limited, Chennai owns separate 
ware houses in each district headquarters for storage of medicines, medical
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equipments and all other allied materials and distributes them to each unit from 
time to time.

Sometimes, the corporation could not supply some items of medicines, drugs, 
etc., due to scarcity or for some other reasons. In such situations the Chief 
Medical Officers, concerned are empowered to purchase from private medical 
pharmas, such medicines, drugs, and allied materials etc.,

The Chief Medical Officers in Government hospitals having 100 to 500 bed 
facility are empowered to purchase medicines not more than Rs.5,000/-, per

item per day subject to budget provision.

As per the Tamil Nadu Financial Code, under article 125, the " purchase of 
articles or group of articles, costing upto Rs.5,000/- on each occasion, may be 
made without inviting tenders / quotations on the basis of a certificate to be 
recorded by the competent authority in the prescribed format".

During his tenure at Government Kamaraj Hospital, Chidambaram the accused 
permanently drew quotations in stereotypic manner and sent the quotations 
only to the following three medical pharmas / shops.

1. Mahi pharma, No. 13, Kamatchiyamman koil street, Chidambaram, Cuddalore 
District.

2. Jupiter pharma, No. 6/24, Lalpet street, Chidambaram, Cuddalore District.
3. Juno Pharma , No. 8/21, Mannarkudi road street, Chidambaram, Cuddalore 

District.

Among the aforesaid three pharmas, Juno pharma is a fake one and the said 
fact is confirmed by the Drugs Inspector also. The other pharma, namely, Mahi 
pharma was given licence in the year 2017 and the shop existed only for a very 
short period and thereafter it ceased to exist. So the quotations sent in the 
name of Mahi pharma and Juno Pharma were false in nature.

In all the documents pertaining to purchase of medicines, drugs, etc., it is 
revealed, that the above mentioned Jupiter Pharma has mentioned lowest price 
rate and all items were purchased only from the Jupiter Pharma in a stereotype 
manner. The price rate furnished by Juno Pharma was more than Jupiter. The 
highest price rate was of Mahi Pharma. However quotation furnished by both 
Mahi and Juno Pharma were false in nature.



There is a pharmacy by name "Lakshmi pharmacy and surgicals" and it is 
supplying drugs and medical equipments to all Government Hospitals and 
Neyveli Lignite Corporation India Limited hospital both within and outside the 
district. A comparative table is drawn taking in to account the price rates of the 
said Lakshmi pharmacy as hereunder which proves the malpractice done by the 
accused.

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The aforesaid table shows that to avoid the ceiling of Rs.5,000/-, the medical 
officer divided the purchase on single day into two or three items [eg., on 
30.04.2019]. Further there is no certificate to show that the said medicines and 
medical equipments were not available in the warehouse of Tamil Nadu Medical 
Service Corporation Limited. So the medical officer without certificate for non 
availability of drugs has exceeded his purchase limit on a single day by dividing 
it in to two or three categories and using false quotations.

Prior permission was obtained from the competent authorities concerned.

From the above information it is found that the accused Dr.B.Tamilarasan has 
committed the offences of forgery, for the purpose of cheating, criminal breach 
of trust, misappropriation of Government property entrusted to him and 
criminal misconduct by abusing his official position and thereby caused loss of 
Rs. 1,07,005/- to Government exchequer. For the offences committed by the 
accused, he is liable to be punished u/s 167, 468, 420 and 409 of IPC and 
13(2) r/w 13(l)(c) of The Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988, for the period 
from 2017 to 25.07.2018 and 13(2) r/w 13(l)(a) of the Prevention of 
Corruption (Amendment) Act, 2018, for the period from 26.07.2018 to 2019.
