(2) A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar S/o Perumal, formerly Assistant Engineer, Vellore
Corporation, Vellore now working as Municipal Engineer, Maduranthagam
Municipality, Chengalpattu District is a public servant as defined u/s 2(c) of the
Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 and A-2 Tmt.C.Sivasankari W/o Selvakumar
residing at No.1/55A Lalapet, Bazaar Street, Ranipet District had completed her B.Sc
Nutrition, and running a construction business under the name of S.K Constructions

having office at the same address and she is a private individual during the period of

commission of offence.

(3) Collection of sources reveals that A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar hails from a
middle class family. His father Tr.L.V.Perumal was a farmer. He married one
C.Sivasankari D/o Chandran residing at No: 1A, Rajagori Sandhu, Arcot Town, Arcot
on 17.06.2005, and they have two children. Master Uthayakumar is studying in 8th
standard and Shruthilaya is studying in 3rd standard in Spring Days School (CBSE),

Eraivankadu, Vellore.



4 It is gathered that A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar during the period between
01.04.2013 and 31.03.2017 accumulated assets and pecuniary resources in his
name and in the name of his wife A-2 Tmt.Sivasankari which are disproportionate to
their known sources of income in various places of Vellore and Ranipet Districts.
Most of the acquisitive activities of A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar and his wife A-2

Tmt.C.Sivasankari fall between 01.04.2013 and 31.03.2017 and hence itwas chosen

as tentative check period.

5) During the check period A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar and his wife A-

Tmt.Sivasankari were found in possession of assets as detailed below:

l. Assets found in the name of A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar and in Rs. 12,91,679/-
the name of his wife A-2 Tmt.C.Sivasankari at the
beginning of the check period i.e. as on 01-04-2013.

Il. Assets found in the name of A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar and in Rs. 1,10,23,148/-
the name of his wife A-2 Tmt.C.Sivasankari at the end of
the check period i.e. as on 31-03-2017.

lll.  Tentative Income earned by A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar and A-2 Rs. 81,31,391/-
Tmt.C.Sivasankari by way of monthly salary, Business,
Rental income during the Check period between 01-04-
2013 and 31-03-2017

IV. Tentative Expenses incurred by A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar and Rs. 51,48,177/-

(6) The available information makes out a prima facie case against A-1
Tr.P.Selvakumar that he and his wife A-2 Tmt.C.Sivasankari were in possession of

pecuniary resources and properties to the tune of Rs.67,48,255/- during the check



period between 01.04.2013 and 31.03.2017 which are disproportionate to their
known sources of income and the percentage of disproportionate assets worked out
to 83% out of his total income. Thereby the A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar had committed an
offence of criminal misconduct by amassing wealth during the check period of his
office and he is liable for punishment u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(e) of PC Act 1988 and A-2
Tmt.C.Sivasankari W/o Selvakumar had abetted her husband to commit the said
offence by accumulating the assets through the resources of A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar
for which she is liable for punishment u/s 109 IPC r/w 13(1)(e) of PC Act 1988.

(7) Therefore today on 12.11.2021 at 12.30 hrs. | registered a case in
Vellore Vigilance and Anti Corruption Cr.No: 20/2021 against A-1 Tr. P.Selvakumar
u's 13(2) riw 13(1)(e) of the Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 and A-2
Tmt.C.Sivasankari w/o Selvakumar u/s 109 IPC riw 13 (2) r/w 13(1) (e) of Prevention
of Corruption Act 1988.

(8) The original First Information Report is submitted to the Hon’ble Special
Judge/Chief Judicial Magistrate, Vellore and copy of the First Information Report is
sent to the Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Western Range,
for issuing order u/s 17 of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 to investigate the case
and authorization u/s 18 of the said Act to inspect bankers books in relation to the

accounts of A-1 Tr.P.Selvakumar and his wife A-2 Tmt.C.Sivasankari.
