the COVID-19 lockdown period.

Earlier, as per the Government Order (Ms). No. 83, Labour and Employment (ll)
Department, Dated: 08.04.2020 and G.O. (Ms). No0.86, Labour and Employment (Il)
Department, Dated: 17.04.2020, the registered workers of Tamil Nadu Street vending
and shops and Establishment Workers Welfare Board and as per G.O. (Ms). No.44,
Municipal Administration and Water Supply Department, Dated: 30.03.2020, the
workers of Municipal Administration and Water Supply Department were provided

financial assistance of Rs. 2,000/- each during the COVID-19 lockdown period.

The Accused officer -1 Tmt. M. S. K. Surya, Assistant Director of Handlooms and
Textiles Department, formerly in Tiruvannamalai District had sent a proposal that, a total
of 8011 persons are coming under the category of unregistered weavers in
Tiruvannamalai District and reconciled it as 1752 weavers under Co-Operative societies
and 6259 weavers as private, and requested to sanction a sum of Rs.1,60,22,000/- as

assistance to them in Tiruvannamalai District during the COVID-19 lockdown period.

In this connection the Director of Handlooms and Textiles, Chennai-108 issued
Proceedings in Rc. No0.10039/2020/G1, dated:17.06.2020 and ordered to the Circle
Deputy Director / Assistant Director of Handlooms and Textiles to disburse the amount
to non-registered weavers concerned through their Bank Account subject to the

following conditions:
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1) a. The Guidelines should strictly be adhered to, while disbursing the amount to the

unregistered weavers concerned.

Application to be received from the unregistered weavers should be processed
according to the Guidelines.

The amount should be made to above Beneficiaries only through Direct
Beneficiary Transfer Mode.

The amount should be utilised only for which it is sanctioned and should not be
diverted for any other purpose.

After having disbursement of funds Rs.2,000/- (Rupees Two Thousands Only) to
Un-Registered Weavers, the list of beneficiaries should be submitted to

Directorate, with utilisation certificate without fail.

The collection of intelligence reveals that a sum of Rs.1,43,92,000/- has been
distributed to 7,196 beneficiaries under registered workers including weavers of Labour
Welfare Board by the Labour Department and 7,428 persons were benefited under
unregistered weavers and a sum of Rs.1,48,56,000/- was distributed by the Handlooms
and Textiles Department as assistance fund in Tiruvannamalai District during the

COVID-19 lockdown period, during the year 2020.

The collection of intelligence reveals that the Accused Officers-1 and 2 had
failed to select the beneficiaries from the list of unregistered workers while processing
the application and not verified with list of persons under registered workers who had

already obtained the assistance fund distributed earlier by the Labour Department.

The collection of intelligence reveals that the Accused officers-1 and -2
distributed the assistance fund to 74 persons Rs.2000/- each as beneficiaries under
unregistered workers who had already obtained and benefited earlier from the Labour
Department as beneficiaries under registered workers, thereby violated the guidelines
and caused loss to the Government to the tune of Rs.1,48,000/- and committed
misappropriation by diverting the amount which were entrusted with them to the

beneficiaries.

Besides, it was randomly verified and found during the enquiry that the Accused
Officers-1 and 2 distributed the assistance fund of Rs.2000/- each to 157 beneficiaries
in such a way that more than one beneficiary received the assistance in the same
Electric Power Supply Service Connection number as shown in the annexure -Il, though
the assistance is to be granted to only one beneficiary in one electric power supply
service connection number and thereby violated guidelines and caused loss to the
Government to the tune of Rs.3,14,000/- and committed misappropriation by diverting

the amount which were entrusted with the accused for distribution to the beneficiaries.

The accused officers, being public servants and entrusted with and having
control over the funds of Rs.4,62,000/- intended for distribution to the eligible weavers,
violated the direction of the Government, by dishonest means by converting the funds

for their use which is a criminal misconduct.

The above act of the A-1 Tmt. M.S.K. Surya and A-2 Tr. R. Seenivasan creates a
suspicion of commission of cognizable offence u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(a) of the Prevention

of Corruption Act 1988 as amended by the PC (Amendment) Act 2018.
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Prior permission for the registration of the case against A1 and A2 was obtained

from the competent authority.

Hence | am registering a case in Tiruvannamalai Vigilance and Anti-Corruption,
Cr.No. 01/2022 u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(a) of the Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 as
amended by the PC (Amendment) Act 2018 against A-1 and A-2 on 31.01.2022 at
1600 hrs.

The original FIR was submitted to the Honorable Court of Special Judge cum

Chief Judicial Magistrate, Tiruvannamalai and other copies were sent to the officers

concerned.
