1) The accused no.l Tr.K.V.N.Jayaraman,

aged about 47 years,

S/o.K.Venkatesan was elected as Chairman of No.4 Veerapandi Town

Panchayat, Coimbatore District from the year of 2001-2006 in Urban Local

Body Election and consecutively he was elected as Chairman in Urban

Local Body Election during the year of 2006 and 2011. He has rendered his

service for 15 years as Chairman in No.4 Veerapandi Town Panchayat,

Coimbatore from 2001 to 2016. He was a Public servant as defined u/s.2(c)

of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 during the period from 2001 to

2016.



2) The accused no.2 Tmt.J.Keerthi, aged about 36 years, is wife of
the formerly Chairman Tr.K.V.N.Jayaraman of No.4 Veerapandi Town
Panchayat, Coimbatore and residing at No.7/3A, Anna Nagar, No.4

Veerapandi Pudur, Coimbatore-19.

3) The accused no.l Tr.K.V.N.Jayaraman is native of No.4
Veerapandi Pudur Village, Coimbatore and hails from the middle class
family. His wife accused no.2 Tmt.J.Keerthi is a Homemaker and they are
blessed with two school going children viz, 1) Selvan.J.Siddarth, aged
about 13 years and 2) Selvi.J.Samyuktha, aged about 10 years. The
accused no.l has one elder brother Tr.J.Dheenathayalan and they are
partners in Sree Ram Engineering Works, P.N.Paiayam, ’:Coimbatore.

Tmt.Girija is the wife of Tr.J.Dheenathayalan.

4) There is reliable information that during the period from 25.10.2011
to 24.10.2016, the accused no.l Tr.K.V.N.Jayaraman as Chairman of No.4
Veerapandi Town Panchayat, Coimbatore district has acquired and was in
possession ofymmovable and movable assets in his name and in the name
of his wife accused no.2 Tmt.J.Keerthi and in the name of M/s Sree Ram
Engineering Works which are disproportionate to their known sources of
income and thereby, intentionally enriched himself and his family members
illicitly during the period of his office as Chairman in No.4 Veerapandi Town

Panchayat, Coimbatore District.

5) As most of the acquisitive activities taken place from 25.10.2011 to

24.10.2016, the period from 25.10.2011 to 24.10.2016 was chosen as



tentative check period. During the said period, A1 and his wife A2 were

found in possession of assets as detailed below.

Assets at the beginning of the check period i.e., as on Rs.1,25,69,100/-
25.10.2011 that includes landed properties, fixed deposits,

jewellery, vehicles etc in the name of A1l and in the name

of his wife A2.

Assets at the end of the check period i.e., as on Rs.3,43,17,014/-
24.10.2016 that includes landed properties, building in

Coimbatore district, fixed deposits, jewellery, vehicles etc

in the name of A1 and in the name of his wife A2,.

Income from known sources of A1 and his wife A2 during Rs.1,50,35,000/-
the check period between 25.10.2011 to 24.10.2016.

Expenditure incurred by Al and his wife A2 during the Rs.78,61,126/-
check period between 25.10.2011 to 24.10.2016.

Value of the assets acquired by Al in his name and inthe Rs.2,17,47,914/-
name of his wife A2 during the check period between
25.10.2011 to 24.10.2016.

Likely savings of Al and his wife A2 during the check Rs.71,73,874/-
period between 25.10.2011 to 24.10.2016.

Disproportionate assets acquired by the Al in his name Rs.1,45,74,040/-
and in the name of his wife A2 during the check period
between 25.10.2011 to 24.10.2016.

6) The available information makes out a prima facie case against Al
Tr.K.V.N.Jayaraman and his wife A2 Tmt.J.Keerthi that they were in
possession of pecuniary resources and properties to the tune of
Rs. 1,45,74,040/- during the check period, which is disproportionate to their
known sources of income. Thereby, A1 had committed the offence of

Criminal misconduct by intentionally enriching himself illicitly during the



period of his office while holding the post as Chairman and A2 had abetted

him to commit the said offence.

7) Hence, today 21.01.2022 at 17.30 hrs, | registered a case in
Coimbatore V&AC Cr.No0.02/2022/AC/CB against A1 Tr.K.V.N.Jayaraman,
Formerly Chairman of No.4 Veerapandi Town Panchayat, Coimbatore
District for commission of an offence u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(e) of the
Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 for the period from 25.10.2011 to
24.10.2016 and A2 Tmt.J.Keerthi committed an offence punishable u/s
13(2) r/w 13(1)(e) of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 r/w 109 IPC for
the period from 25.10.2011 to 24.10.2016. The original FIR is submitted to
the Hon’ble Special Judge, Special Court for Cases under Prevention of
Corruption Act, Coimbatore and other copies sent to the officers

concerned.
