The enquiry conducted by me, discloses the following facts.

As per G.O. (Ms) No.78, Housing and Urban Development 

(UD4(3)) Department, Dated 04.05.2017 and its amendment issued 

in G.O (Ms) No. 172 H&UD (UD4(3)) Department dated 13.10.2017, 

there is no provision to regularize a plot in the custody of the owner 

himself as on 20.10.2016 without getting 10% OSR land with 

respect to the area covered under unsold plots. With respect to the 

unapproved layouts in 46-Pudhur Village S.F.No.48/1,2, Sold Plot 

Framework was prepared and numbered as SPFW/ELPA 

No.424(S)/2018 and it was sent to the Block Development Officer 

(Village Panchayats), Modakurichi vide C.No.660/2018 ELPA dated 

12.10.2018. On the same day i.e., 12.10.2018, Tr.K.Elango (Al) 

had given a letter in C.No. 2474/2018 ELPA to Tmt. Angammal (A3) 

in which the above-said preparation of the " Sold Plot Frame Work" 

was mentioned and she was directed to approach the Local Body 

and pay requisite fees for regularizing her plot in 46 Pudur Village 

SF No. 48/1. Similarly, another letter with the s ame contents was
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given to A3 for regularizing her plot in 46 Puciur Village SF No 48/2. 

The letters clearly indicate that Tr.K.Elango (Al) had brought the 

Plots in 46-Pudur Village SF No.48/1 & 2 in the name of Tmt. 

Angammal (A3) in an unapproved layout under the "sold out plot 

framework" for which only 'in-principle approval' has to be given 

and failed to mention the area that has to be deducted as OSR. 

Tmt.Sasikala (A2) can issue regular is ation orders only for plots 

which were sold out on or before 20.10.2016 and could not 

regularise unsold plots in the custody of owners themselves without 

obtaining 10% OSR land with respect to the extent of the land that 

is given to be regularized. On 28.03.2019 vide C.No.5188/2018/B2 

and C.No.5189/2018/ B2, Tmt. Sasikala (A2) had regularised the 

plots in SF NO.48/1 and 48/2 respectively, which are unsold and 

in the custody of the owner himself (A3) and had issued Final 

Regularisation order in the name of Tmt. Angammal A3. Thus A l 

had performed a Public duty improperly and by his acts he had also 

induced another public servant i.e., A-2, to perform a public duty 

improperly. A3 Tmt.Angammal is the person who is benefitted from 

the improper performance of Public duty by the Public Servants i.e., 

A l & A2 and there are sufficient grounds to suspect that these 

improper duties were performed by the said Public Servants in 

consequence of accepting undue advantage from A3. Thereby A-3 

Tmt. Angammal had abetted the offense.

Since prima facie materials were available for commission of 

cognizable offenses punishable u/s 7 (c) of PC Act, 1988 as amended 

in 2018 against A l and A2 and u/s 12 r/w 7 (c) PC of Act, 1988 as
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amended in 2018 against A3, a report was sent to the Directorate of 

Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Chennai requesting to address the 

concerned authorities to obtain permission u/s 17A of Prevention of 

Corruption (Amendment) Act, 2018 for registering the regular case 

and necessary requests were made. In this regard, as per GO (3D) 

No.65 Housing and Urban Development (UD2) department, dated 

06.09.2022, order was issued U/s 17A (1) of the Prevention of 

Corruption (Amendment) Act, 2018 for registering a regular case 

against Tr.K.Elango, Member Secretary, (i/c) Erode Local Planning 

Authority and as per the proceedings of the District Collector, Erode 

District in Roc No. 14045/2021/N1, dated 24.06.2022, order was 

issued U/s 17A of the Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act 

2018 to register a regular case against Tmt.V.Sasikala, Block 

Development Officer / Superintendent, District Rural Development 

Agency, Erode.

Subsequently, as per the instructions received in PE 

26/2022/TCP/ER, dated. 17.10.2022, of the Directorate of Vigilance 

and Anti-Corruption, I am registering a case in Erode V&AC 

Cr.No.4/AC/2022/ER u/s 7 (c) of PC Act, 1988 as amended in 

2018 against A1 and A2 and u/s 12 r/w 7 (c) of PC Act, 1988 as 

amended in 2018 against A3, today on 19.10.2022 at 07.00 hrs.

The original FIR will be dispatched to the Court of Chief 

Judicial Magistrate and Special Judge Erode and copies will be 

submitted to the concerned officers.
