aged about 46 years
S/o.Tr.Mylvaganan was working as
District Registrar, Audit, Coimbatore
District (now under suspension). He
is a public servant as defined u/s 2
(c) of the prevention of Corruption
Act, 1988.

Tr.M.Selvakumar is native of
Sivagangai District and coming from
middle family. His father had
worked in Revenue Department as
Deputy Collector and expired during
the year 2018. The accused have 5
sisters and one brother. His wife
Tmt.Mugil is a home maker. They
have two  daughters namely
lllanthalir and llampirai and they

are studying in 11t and 6% standard

J respectively.

Tmt.Mugil, wife of the accused has two sisters namely Tmt.Thendral

and Tmt.Kavitha. Tmt.Thendral is working as a teacher in a private school

at Karaikudi, Sivagangai District. Her husband Tr.Ravindran expired before

10 years. Tmt.Pandiyammal, mother-in-law of the accused is a pensioner.




His father in law Sivaraman had retired as a school Head Master. He had
expired before 10 years. The accused has constructed a luxurious house
worth several lakhs in the name of his sister in law Tmt. Thendral at site
no. 15, Sri Varaha Moorthy Avenue, Vilankuruchi, Coimbatore. The accused
has rendered his maximum service in Coimbatore District. During the year
2003 to 2006 he worked as Sub Registrar at Ganapathi, Coimbatore. There
is reliable information that during the period from 01.01.2009 to
31.12.2012 the accused has acquired and was in possession of immovable
and assets in the name of his Mother in Law Tmt.Pandiyammal and Sister in
law Tmt.Thendral respectively which are disproportionate to his known
sources of income and thereby, intentionally enriched himself and his in

laws illicitly during the period of his service at Coimbatore District.

As most of the acquisitive activities had taken place between
01.01.2009 and 31.12.2012, this period was chosen as tentative check
period. During the check period, the accused and his in laws were found in

possession of assets as detailed below.

Statement -1

Assets at the beginning of the check period, i.e as

on 01.01.2009 that includes land in the name of 11,46,016.00
his mother -in -Law Tmt. Pandiyammal and Sister

in law Tmt.Thendral.

Statement - 11

Assets at the end of the check period i.e as on

31.12.2012 that includes land and building in the 89,82,016.00
names of Tmt. Pandiyammal, Mother- in- Law and

Tmt. Thendral, Sister - in-Law.

Statement - 111 27,20,000.00
Income from known sources of the accused

Statement - IV 14,71,640.00
Expenditure incurred by the accused and his



family members

Value of the assets acquired by the accused in the

names of his mother in law Tmt.Pandiyammal and 78,36,000.00
Sister in law Tmt. Thendral during the check period

between 01.01.2009 and 31.12.2012.

Statement - VI

Likely savings of the accused during the check 12,48,360.00
period between 01.01.2009 and 31.12.2012.

Statement - VII

Disproportionate assets acquired by the accused in

The available information makes out a prima facie case against A-1
Tr.M.Selvakumar, A-Z2 Tmt.Pandiyammal, W/o0.Sivaraman, and A-3
Tmt.Thendral W/o Ravindran, that they were in possession of pecuniary
resources and properties to the tune of Rs.65,87,640 during the check
period disproportionately which is 242% more than his known sources of
income. There by A-1 had committed the offence of Criminal misconduct
by intentionally enriching himself illicitly during the period of his service

and A-2 and A-3 had abetted him to commit the said offence,

Hence today 23.08.2022 at 15.30 hrs, I registered a case in
Coimbatore V&AC Cr. No. 11/2022/AC/CB against the accused Tr.
Selvakumar, District Registrar, Audit, Coimbatore District for commission
of an offence u/s 13 (2) r/w 13 (1) (e) of the Prevention of Corruption Act
1988, for the period from 01.01.2009 to 31.12.2012 and A-2
Tmt.Pandiyammal W/o Sivaraman, 3/887 Puthuvalvu Nagar, Sivagangai
District and A-3 Tmt.Thendral, W/o.Ravindran, D.No.352, LIG Colony,
Madurai committed an offence punishable U/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(e) of



Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 r/w 109 IPC. The Original FIR is
submitted to the Hon’ble special fudge, Special court for cases under
Prevention of Corruption Act, Coimbatore and other copies sent to the

officers concerned.
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
