The Hon'ble 

High Court of Madras ordered in the above 

said Crl.O.P that "hence following the law 

laid down by the Hon'ble Apex Court in the

case of Dr.Subramanian Swamy Vs. Dr.Manmohan Singh arid Another reported in 2012 

(3) SCC 64, I am satisfied that 'sufficient materials' have been placed before this Court 

for issuance of positive direction to the respondent to register the complaint filed by the 

Petitioner herein against the named accused officer and to hold necessary enquiry as 

contemplated'dLinder Section 1/A of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 and 
depending up6fe&ie outcome of the said enquiry, the respondent/Vigilance Department 

is directed to take further action in accordance with law."

Accordingly permission u/s 17A of the Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act 

2018 was obtained and the Director, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Chennai ordered to 

conduct preliminary enquiry in No.PE.l/2023/REGN/CP, Dated 06.01.2023 on the 

petition of Tr.A.K.R.Vetriazhagan, F-101 Raheja Nest Apartments, No.2, Awai 

Shanmugam Lane, Royapettah, Chennai-56, dated 20.06.2022. Accordingly preliminary 

enquiry in PE 01/2023/REGN/CP was registered at Chengalpattu Detachment on 

18.01.2023 and conducted enquiry.
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Preliminary Enquiry revealed that AO-1 Tr.Raja worked as Chengalpattu District 

Registrar from 20.12.2020 to 25.08.2021. On 22.02.2021 A-2 Tr.D.Palanivel 

S/o. Duraisingam, Sonachalam Street, Navalur Village, Thiruporur Taluk, Chengalpattu 

District preferred a petition before the AO-1 Tr.Raja, District Registrar that the land 

comprising in Survey No.89/1 measuring an extent of 2 acres 86 cents situated at 

Navalur village, Thiruporur Taluk, Chengalpattu District was possessed by their 

ancestors as per settlement deed No.1180/1918 dated: 12.06.1918. In the above said 

property, 84 cents was partitioned to Tr.Annamalai Gramani. Subsequently it was 

partitioned in two proportions measuring an extent of 42 cents to the legal heir, of 

Annamalai Gramani viz. 1) Velu Gramani and 2) Shiva Shankar Gramani. The 

grandfather of A-2 is Tr.Velu Gramani. Subsequently Velu Gramani's four sons enjoyed 

in the aforesaid proportion of 42 cents. In this stage, one Tmt.Meenakshiammal W/o 

Muthusamy Gramani sold the above said 42 cents to Tmt.Kannammal W/o Arumuga 

Nayakkar, Chetpet and the same was registered in Doc No. 1519/1962 and she has no 

rights to sale the aforesaid land. Subsequently part of the property measuring an extent 

of 36 cents was sold to 1) Tr.L.Y.Sirajudeen S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif, 

2) Tr.L.Y.Riyasudeen S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif, 3) L.Y.Gayasudeen S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif, 

4) Tr.L.Y.Nishamutheen S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif, and 5) Tr.L.Y.Mohammed Ibrahim 

S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif by Tmt.Kannammal W/o. Arumuga Nayakkar and the same was 

registered in Doc.No.2202/1974 dated: 03.12.1974. Again this 36 cents was sold to 

Tmt.A.Rajalakshmi W/o.Arunachalam and the same was registered in 

Doc.No.2015/2002 dated: 09.09.2002. Again the said property measuring an extent’of 

36 cents in which 3/2 share and 3/1 share was sold to Tmt.V.Rajam W/o. 

A.K.R.Vetriazhagan and Tmt.Rekha Baskar respectively by Tmt.A.Rajalakshmi and the 

same was registered in Doc.No. 1859/2006 and 1860/2006 dated: 02.03.2006. Hence 

A-2 requested action in this regard to restore his ancestral property.

On 22.02.2021 A-3 Tr.M.Annadurai A/58 S/o Masilamani, No. 1/284’Sonachalam 

Street, Navalur Village (Post), Thiruporur Taluk, Chengalpattu District preferred a 

petition before the AO-1 Tr.Raja, District Registrar that the land comprising in Survey 

No.89/1 measuring an extent of 2 acres 86 cents situated at Navalur village, Thiruporur 

Taluk, Chengalpattu District was possessed by their ancestors as per settlement deed 

No.1180/1918 dated 12.06.1918. In the above said property, 84 cents was partitioned
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to Tr.Annamalal Gramani. Subsequently it was partitioned in two proportions measuring 

an extent of <12 cents to the legal heir of Annamalal Gramani viz. 1) Vein Gramani and 

2) Shiva Shankar Gramani. The grandfather of A-3 is Tr.Shlva Shankar Gramani. Legal 

heirs of Shiva Shankar Gramanl's are 1) Masilamani Gramani, 2) Krishnamoorthy 
Gramani and 3) Ranganathan Gramani and the aforesaid propeftfes were enjoyed by 

them. A-3 is the son of Masilamani Gramani. 45 cents comprised in purvey No.89/1 was 

sold to 1) Tr.L.Y.Sirajudeen S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif, 2) Tr.L.Y.Riyasudeen S/o.M.L.Yahoof 

Sherif, 3) L.Y.Gayasudeen S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif, , 4) Tr.L.Y.Nishamutheen 

S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif, and 5) Tr.L.Y.Mohammed Ibrahim S/o.M.L.Yahoof Sherif by 

Tr.Krishnamoorthy Gramani and Tr.Ranganathan Gramani and the same was registered 

in Doc. No.837/1976 dated: 19.07.1976. Subsequently the said property comprised in 

Survey Nos.89/1A2 and 89/1A3 measuring an extent of 22 and 23 cents respectively 

was sold to Tr.A.M.Sundar S/o G.Arunachalam and Tmt.Suganya W/o Sundar by the 

aforesaid 5 persons and the same was registered in Doc. No.2014/2002 dated 

09.09.2002. Again the said property comprised in Survey Nos.89/1A2 and 89/1A3 

measuring an extent of 22 cents and 23 cents respectively in which 3/2 share and 3/1 

share was sold to Tmt.V.Rajam W/o A.K.R.Vetriazhagan and Tmt.Rekha Baskar 

respectively by Tr.A.M.Sundar S/o G.Arunachalam and Tmt.Suganya . W/o Sundar and 

the same was registered in Doc.No. 1857/2006 and 1858/2006 dated 02.03.2006. Hence 

A-3 requested action in this regard to restore his ancestral property.

With regard^tos A-2 petition, AO-1 Tr.Raja, District Registrar examined the 

complainant Tr.A.fe’R.Vetriazhagan and the subsequent buyers which revealed that 

AO-1 did not adher^the registration act prevailed in force and circulars dishonestly and
