
Hon’ble High Court of Madras convicted the Trap case 
Accused Tr.K.Chinnusamy, Deputy Chief Inspector of Boiler, 

PWD, Adyar, Chennai 
 

On 18.07.2003, on the complaint of one Tr.Mohan, Customer 

Development Manager, M/s.Rasi Electrodes Ltd. Raja Annamalai Road Chennai 

-84, a trap case was registered in Cr.No.7/2003/AC/CC-II u/s 7 r/w 13(2), 

13(1)(d) of PC Act, 1988 against Tr.K.Chinnusamy, the then Dy. Chief Inspector 

of Boiler, PWD, Adyar, Chennai who had official capacity to issue requalification 

Certificate for the welders had demanded Rs.2000/- for above said certificate in 

favour of an employee of the said company Tr.K.Krishnarajan, who underwent a 

test before the accused on 17.07.2003.In the trap laid against the accused, he 

was caught red-handed while demandedand accepting the bribe money 

Rs.2,000/- from the complainant. The tainted bribe money was also recovered 

from the accused in the presence of official witnesses. On completion of 

investigation, the case was charge sheeted against the accused u/s.7 and 13(2) 

r/w.13(1)(d). The case was tried before the Spl. Court for PC Act, Cases, 

Chennai and it ended in acquittal on 23.04.2014 for lack of evidences. Against 

this acquittal, an appeal was filed in Crl.A.646/2014 before Hon'ble High of 

Madras and on 02.03.2023, Hon’ble Justice Mr.Velmurugan convicted the 

accused for 6 months Rigorous Imprisonment and with fine Rs.10,000/- u/s 7 

and concurrently 1 year Rigorous Imprisonment and with fine Rs.10,000/- 

u/s.13(2) & 13(1)(d) of the Act. The accused Tr.Chinnusamy was arrested and 

imprisoned in Central Prison, Puzhal, Chennai in early hours of today 

(03.03.2023).   
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
