VILLAGE ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER AND PRIVATE INDIVIDUAL 
WERE ARRESTED FOR DEMAND AND OBTAINMENT OF BRIBE 

RS.20,000/- FOR REMOVING NAME IN CHITTA  
 

 The complainant Tr.Ganesamurthy, is residing at 

Poosalikottai, Mitta Noolahalli Village, Dharmapuri District. The 

complainant had applied at Noolahalli Village Administrative Office, 

Dharmapuri Taluk, Dharmapuri District for deleting the name of 

one Tr.Kamalesan whose name was mistakenly included in the 

Chitta in respect of 18 cents of land owned by complainant 

grandfather. Tr.Venkatesan, Village Administrative Officer, 

Noolahalli Village, Dharmapuri, demanded bribe of Rs.20,000/- for 

removing name in Chitta. Not willing to give bribe, the complainant 

approached the Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Dharmapuri 

detachment and gave complaint. In this connection a case was 

registered and a trap was organized today (05.01.2024). During trap 

proceedings, on the instructions of Tr.Venkatesan, Village 

Administrative Officer, Tmt.Amudha, Private individual received the 

bribe amount of Rs.20,000/- from the complainant.  Both accused 

were arrested.
