The complainant approached Vigilance & Anti—-Corruption,
Tiruppur detachment, and gave complaint that he and his wife
are running a company from the year 2008. He used to supply
spare materials related to bore wells to Kerala State. For that,
complainant has to pay 2 % tax by submitting “C” Form. As
complainant did not submit the “C Form’ for the year between
2011 and 2017, complainant had to pay due for Rs.6,78,572/-.
As the due is pending, the A-1 Tr.Jayaganesan, Assistant
Commissioner (State Tax), North Circle-II, Commercial Taxes
office, Tiruppur and A-2 Tmt.Rathna, Clerk, North Circle-II,
Commercial Taxes office, Tiruppur asked him to pay the said
amount. Accordingly, complainant paid Rs.6,78,572/- and
asked for the Clearance Certificate. For issuing Clearance
Certificate, A-1 demanded Rs.10,00,000/- as undue advantage
and as complainant expressed his inability, reduced his
demand into Rs.7,00,000/-. A-2 also demanded Rs.2,00,000/-
for processing his file. In this connection a case was registered

and a trap was organized today, 06.05.2022.

During trap proceedings, the A-1 Tr.Jayaganesan,
Assistant Commissioner reiterated his earlier demand and
received the bribe amount Rs.7 lakhs from the complainant,
kept Rs 5 lakhs in his lunch bag and gave Rs 2 lakhs to a
temporary staff Tr.Sahayaraj. Thereafter, A2, Tmt.V.Rathinam,
Writer reiterated her earlier demand and received the bribe
amount Rs.2 lakhs from the complainant and kept it in her

hand bag. Both the accused were arrested.
