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PRESS NOTE

Tr.Jayapaul Mohan, former Assistant Executive Engineer (AEE), Public

Work Department, Building Maintenance Sub-Division, Medical Services, DMS

Campus convicted for the three years rigorous imprisonment for demanding bribe

of Rs. 2,00,000/- for favouring the suspended Assistant Engineer Tr.R.Rajagopal

in revoking the suspension.

The complainant Tr.R.Rajagopal was an assistant engineer in the Public
Works Department and was suspended from the duty on 18.03.2010 for the
misappropriation of Government Fund. He was allowed to have a subsistence
allowance for his living which is permitted under the Fundamental Rules of Tamil

Nadu Government Servant Rules.

The accused Tr.Jayapaul Mohan voluntarily demanded Rs.2,00,000/- as
illegal gratification from Tr.R.Rajagopal over phone to make arrangement to
revoke his suspension and to get him posted in a favourable place by obtaining
favourable legal opinion and also to provide him a subsistence allowance of 75%

to meet out the medical expense of his wife without any break.

As the complainant was not come forward to give the demanded amount,
the accused officer Tr.Jayapaul Mohan intentionally delayed his subsistence
allowance for the month of October, November and December in 2014 and also
delayed in processing his application for GPF advance in order get illegal
gratification from him. In spite of request to the senior officers in the Public Works
Department to release his subsistence allowance, Tr.Jayapaul Mohan did not
process his request in order to get illegal gratification from him. The complainant
has no other choice and preferred complaint against Tr.Jayapaul Mohan in the

Directorate of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Chennai.



On the complaint of Tr.R.Rajagopal, an enquiry was conducted, and a
case was registered in the DVAC Headquarters Crime Number 7/2015 under
section 7 of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988. The above said case was in the
trial at the Special Court under the Prevention of Corruption Act, Chennai. Today
(10.02.2023), the Hon’ble Special Court Judge pronounced judgment against the
accused Tr.Jayapaul Mohan. The Accused officer is found guilty for the
commission of the offence under section 7 of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988
and he is sentenced to undergo Rigorous imprisonment for three years and shall
pay a fine of Rs.1000/- and in default to undergo simple imprisonment for

3 months.
