Formerly Revenue Assistant convicted in bribe case

The complainant Tmt.Mumtaz Basha, is residing at Kandal Village, Nilgiris
District. She constructed a new house and paid the house tax in the year 2009.
Later Tr.Backiaraj, Revenue Assistant visited the complainant house and
informed the complainant that the house tax has to be re-fixed and demanded
Rs.3,000/- as bribe for favouring her in the refixation. The complainant not
willing to give bribe, preferred complaint with Vigilance and Anti— Corruption,
Nilgiris Detachment. In this connection a trap was organized. On 09.02.2009
trap was laid against the accused and the accused was caught red-handed
while demand and acceptance of bribe money Rs.3,000/- from the complainant.
On completion of investigation, the case was charge sheeted against the
accused. The case was tried before the Spl. Court for PC Act, Cases, Nilgirs.
Today 14.03.2023 the Special Court pronounced the judgement against
Tr.Backiaraj, formerly Revenue Assistant convicted for 3 years Rigorous
Imprisonment and with fine Rs.1,000/- u/s 7 and concurrently 4 years Rigorous
Imprisonment and with fine Rs.1,000/- u/s.13(2) & 13(1)(d) of the Act. Both the

sentences ordered to run concurrently.
