PRESS NOTE

The complainant Tr.A.Abdul Basith’s was having a Foot Wear Shop at
Seven Wells Road, Sowcarpet, Chennai-1. The Complainant brother-in-law had
purchased a house at Seven Wells Street, Chennai and a sale deed was
registered on 18.10.2010 at the Sub Registry of Sowcarpet. Subsequently, a
power of attorney was given to the complainant and the same was also

registered in the same Sub Registry on 21.10.2010.

On 10.02.2011 he met the accused Tmt.Radha, Sub Registrar, Sowcarpet
in the office of the Sub Registrar, Sowcarpet, Chennai-1 and requested Power of
Attorney document from the accused Tmt.V.Radha. She had demanded
Rs.5,000/- as bribe for the issuance of registered documents of the
complainant’s brother-in-law. The complainant was unwilling to pay the bribe. He
came to the V&AC office, Special Investigation Cell on 10.02.2011 at about 12.30
hrs and gave a written complaint. In this connection a case was registered by
Vigilance and Anti-Corruption the accused officer Tmt.Radha was arrested and
sent to Judicial Custody for the demand and acceptance of illegal gratification of

Rs.5,000/- for issuing Power of Attorney.

The above said case was under trial at the Special Court, Chennai. Today
(14.11.2022) the Special Court, Chennai delivered the judgment and accused
officer Tmt.V.Radha, Sub-Registrar (in the grade of District Registrar), now she
is suspended and not allowed to retirement was convicted for the offence
committed u/s. 7 of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988. The Accused Officer is
sentenced to undergo Rigorous imprisonment for One year and shall pay a fine
of Rs.1,000/- and in default to undergo simple imprisonment for 3 months and
u/s.13(2) r/w.13(1)(d) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 the Accused Officer
is sentenced to undergo Rigorous imprisonment for Two years and shall pay a

fine of Rs.1,000/- concurrently.
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
