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PRESS NOTES 

The High Court upheld the conviction of Mrs.N.Thilaga W/o.Karthikeyan, 
a Probationary Officer working at Social Defence Department Office, 
Kelleys, Purasaiwalkkam High Road, for the crime of fraudulently 
obtaining bribe Rs.5000/- for issuing a certificate of good conduct. 

 Selvi.Nancy Meri, the daughter of complainant Tmt.S.Shanthi had been 

kept at Children’s home at Puraisaiwalkkam, Chennai. In order to take her 

daughter Selvi.Nancy Meri to her house, the complainant Tmt.S.Shanthi 

approached Tmt.N.Thilaga, Central Chennai Probationary officer on 20.05.2011 

at about 10.00 hrs for seeking good conduct report for her daughter.  For that 

Tmt.N.Thilaga demanded bribe money Rs.5000/- and Godrej fridge.   

 The complainant was not willing to give the demand amount sum of 

Rs.5000/- and Godrej fridge. She lodged a complaint on 24.05.2011 at about 

10.00 hrs with Inspector of Police, DVAC, Chennai. Then the case was 

registered U/s 7& 13(2) r/w 13(1)(d) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988. 

 In pursuance of the above said demand, on 24.05.2011 at 10.00 hrs at 

the office of the Social Defence Department, Purasaiwalkkam, High Road, 

Kelleys, Chennai, the complainant met the accused Tmt.N.Thilaga and asked 

about the report of her daughter. The accused Tmt.N.Thilaga reiterated her 

earlier demand of Rs.5000/- and Godrej Fridge and accepted Rs.5,000/- to 

hand over the report. Subsequently the accused Tmt.N.Thilaga was arrested 

and remanded to Judicial custody. The case was tried at the Special Court, 

Chennai. 

 On 05.01.2018 the Special Court, Chennai delivered the judgment. The 

accused Tmt.N.Thilaga was found guilty for commission of offence u/s 7 and  

13(2) r/w 13(1)(d) of Prevention Corruption Act,1988. The accused 

Tmt.N.Thilaga was sentenced to undergo 1 year Rigorous Imprisonment and 

shall pay a fine of  Rs.1000/- in default undergo 3 months Simple 

Imprisonment, u/s 7 of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988. 



            The accused was sentenced to undergo 2 years rigorous imprisonment 

and shall pay a fine of Rs. 1000/- in default to undergo 3 months simple 

imprisonment u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1)(d) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988. The 

sentence of imprisonment imposed for each offence shall run concurrently.  

 The accused appealed against the Special Court Judgment before the 

Hon’ble High Court. Yesterday (18.12.2023) this case came up for hearing and 

the Hon’ble High Court dismissed the Criminal Appeal and the accused is 

sentenced to undergo 1 year simple imprisonment.
