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PRESS NOTE

A petition was filed by Tr.M.Krishnamoorthy, S/o Manickam before the
Hon’ble High court of Madras praying to direct the Director, Vigilance and Anti-
Corruption, Chennai to register a case on the petition given by him to DVAC in which
he has alleged that Tr.K.P.Anbalagan, Formerly Minister for Higher Education
Department, Govt. of Tamilnadu has committed misappropriation of public fund by
misusing his official capacity and purchased several properties disproportionately in
the name of his family members and close relatives and benami in and around Tamil
Nadu and other states. In the meantime, the DVAC has ordered for an enquiry and
based on the credible information that Tr.K.P.Anbalagan (Age-62), presently MLA of
057- Palacode Assembly Constituency, Dharmapuri District, while serving as Minister
for Higher Education Department, Government of Tamilnadu, Chennai had
intentionally enriched himself and amazed wealth in his name and in the name of his
family members and others to the tune of Rs.11,32,95,755/- during the period
between 27.04.2016 and 15.03.2021, which is disproportionate to his known sources
of income, a case in Dharmapuri, V&AC., Cr.No.03/AC/2022, u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1) (e) of
the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 and 13(2) r/w 13(1) (b) of the Prevention of
Corruption Act, 1988 as amended in 2018 and 109 IPC r/w 13(2) r/w 13(1) (e) of the
Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 and 12 r/w 13(2) r/w 13(1) (b) of the Prevention
of Corruption Act, 1988 as amended in 2018 was registered against K.P.Anbalagan,
Tmt.A.malliga W/o K.P.Anbalagan, Tr.Sasimohan S/o K.P.Anbalagan,
Tr.A.Chandramohan S/o K.P.Anbalagan, Tmt.S.Vaishnavee W/o Chandramohan and
the investigation of the case is in progress. Subsequent to the registration of the
case, today on 20.01.2022, searches are being conducted by Vigilance and Anti-
Corruption Department in 58 places (Dharmapuri-53, Salem-1, Chennai-3 and
Telangana state-1), where the material objects and documents pertaining to the case
could be found. During the course of search, an amount of Rs.2,87,98,650/-, Gold
ornaments weighing about 6.637 Kilograms, about 13.85 Kilograms of Silver and
other incriminating documents were found and among them unaccounted cash of
Rs.2,65,31,650/-, bank locker key and documents pertaining to the case were seized.

This case is under investigation.
