Former Deputy Tahsildar conviction in bribe case withheld by  
Hon’ble High Court of Madras  

 
  In 2001, the complainant Tr.Shanmugam of Villupuram District had applied for 

issue solvency certificate at Villupuram Taluk Office, Villupuram district. 

Tr.S.P.Balakrishnan, Former Headquarters Deputy Tahsildar, Villupuram Taluk office, 

Villupuram district, had demanded Rs.1,000/- as bribe for processing his application.  

The complainant not willing to give bribe, preferred complaint with Vigilance and Anti– 

Corruption, Cuddalore Detachment. In this connection a trap was organized.  On 

15.10.2001 trap was laid against the accused and the accused was caught red-

handed while demand and acceptance of bribe money Rs.1,000/- from the 

complainant.  On completion of investigation, the case was charge sheeted against 

the accused.  The case was tried before the Spl. Court for PC Act, Cases, Villupuram. 

On 24.07.2014 Special Court pronounced the judgment against Tr.S.P.Balakrishnan, 

Headquarters Deputy Tahsildar as convicted for 1 year Rigorous Imprisonment and 

with fine Rs.1,000/- u/s 7 and concurrently 1 year Rigorous Imprisonment and with fine 

Rs.1,000/- u/s.13(2) & 13(1)(d) of the Act.  Both the sentences were ordered to run 

concurrently. Tr.S.P.Balakrishnan, had appealed against the conviction and filed 

Criminal appeal at High Court of Madras. Today 20.03.2023 the High Court of Madras 

accepted the lower court’s order and dismissed the appellant’ appeal.
