In this connection a case was
registered and a trap was organized today 10.12.2020.

During the course of trap proceedings, the accused
Tr.Dhanaraj, District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB,
Nagapattinam reiterated his earlier bribe demand and received
the bribe amount of Rs.40,000/- from the complainant. The
accused was caught red handed and arrested.
