Corruption, Salem detachment, and gave complaint that he
had applied for fixing up valuation for his 1.18 acre
agricultural land in Varagurampatty Village, Thiruchengodu
Taluk, Namakkal District for which Tr.Jeevanantham, Deputy
Thasildar (Stamps), O/o the Special Deputy Collector Stamps,
Salem, demanded Rs.1,50,000/- as bribe for taking necessary
action on the petitioner application. In this connection a case
was registered and a trap was organized today 10.12.2020.

During the course of trap proceedings, the accused
Tr.Jeevanantham, Deputy Thasildar (Stamps), Varagurampatty
Village, Thiruchengodu Taluk, Namakkal District reiterated his
earlier bribe demand and received the bribe amount of
Rs.1,50,000/- from the complainant. The accused was caught
red handed and arrested.
