Today, 19.11.2020 the complainant approached the Vigilance &
Anti — Corruption, Ramanathapuram detachment, and gave complaint
that Tmt.Kalanjiya Rani, Accountant, Sub Treasury of Mandapam,
Ramanathapuram District, demanded Rs.1,000/- as bribe for returning
the TNTC 70 Rules Register after making entries regarding GPF claims of
two teachers. In this connection a case was registered today 19.11.2020

and a trap was organized.

During trap proceedings, the accused Tmt.Kalnjiya Rani, Account,
Sub Treasury, Mandapam, Ramanathapuram District reiterated the
demand and received the bribe money of Rs.1000/- from the
complainant and was caught red handed and arrested. Further
unaccounted money of Rs. 13,560/- was seized from Tr.Selvakumar,
Additional Treasury Officer, Mandapam, Ramanathapuram District.
