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PRESS NOTE

The complainant approached the Vigilance & Anti — Corruption,
Madurai Detachment and gave complaint that Tmt.Anitha, Inspector of
Police, Checkanoorani P.S., Madurai District demanded Rs.30,000/- as
bribe for arranging to delete his son Tr.Mari’s name and his nephew
Tr.Kamal Pandi’s name from the charge sheet. In this connection a case

was registered and a trap was organized on 26.11.2020.

During the course of trap proceedings, the accused Tmt.Anitha,
Inspector of Police, Checkanoorani P.S., Madurai District reiterated her
earlier bribe demand and received the bribe amount of Rs.30,000/- from

the complainant. The accused was caught red handed and arrested.
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PRESS NOTE

On 26.11.2020 based on credible information that the
officials of Sub Registrar, Thiruchengode, Namakkal
District are indulging in corrupt activities, the officials of
Vigilance and Anti — Corruption, Namakkal along with
Inspection Cell Officers conducted a surprise check at the
office of the Sub Registrar, Thiruchengode, Namakkal
District in which unaccounted money of Rs.1,32,440/-
from the SRO office premises and unaccounted money of
Rs.6,06,130/- from the Document Writer. Totally

unaccounted money Rs.7,38,570/- was seized.
