  The complainant approached the Vigilance and Anti-Corruption 

Chennai City office, and gave complaint that Tr.Selvasundari, Joint 

Registrar, Sub-Register Office, Thiruporur is demanding bribe money of 

Rs.10,000/- for releasing a sale deed registered by the complainant  on 

07-01-21, and Tr. Vimalsan Prabu, the office assistant of Sub-Register 

Office also demanded Rs.1000/- to be given to him as bribe money for 

the same purpose and hence to take action against the government 

servants. In this connection a case was registered and a trap was 

organized today (11.02.21). 

        During trap proceedings  inside the Sub-Register Office, 

Thiruporur, Tr.Selvasundari, Joint Registrar (A1),reiterated her earlier 

bribe demand and instructed the complainant to handover the  bribe 

amount Rs.10,000/- to one private person Tr.Naveen Kumar, who was 

standing before A1. Accordingly the complainant gave the bribe money to  

Tr.Naveen Kumar and he received the bribe money.  Tr. Vimalsan Prabu, 

the office assistant of Sub-Register Office (A1) also reiterated his earlier 

bribe demand of Rs.1000/- and received it from the complainant and 

gave it to one Selvam, TCS data entry staff working in the Sub-Register 

Office, Thiruporur.  

      The accused A1, A2 and the private person Tr.Naveen Kumar have 

been arrested and bribe money of Rs.10,000/- recovered.  Tr.Selvam, 

TCS data entry staff had left the office with the bribe money of Rs.1000/- 

before the vigilance officials could reach him. He has also been added as 

accused.
