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PRESS NOTE

The complainant approached the Vigilance & Anti -
Corruption, Coimbatore Detachment, and gave complaint that he
had applied for Electricity Connection under TATKAL scheme for his
agriculture land, for which Tr.Rajendran, Assistant Engineer,
TANGEDCO, Vadakkalur, Annur Block, Coimbatore and Tr.Elango,
Line Inspector, demanded Rs.15,000/- as bribe money for
processing his application. In this connection a case was registered

and a trap was organized today 18.03.2021.

During the course of trap proceedings, Tr.Rajendran, Assistant
Engineer, and Tr.Elango, Line Inspector, reiterated their earlier
demand and received the bribe amount of Rs.15,000/- from the

complainant. Both of the accused were arrested.
