The complainant approached the Vigilance & Anti —
Corruption, Villupuram Detachment and stated that he
had approached Direct Paddy Procurement Centre,
Thirunavalur, Kallakurichi District for selling 656
paddy bags. For which Tr.A.Gunasekaran, Junior
Assistant, Office of the Regional Manager, Tamil
Nadu Civil Supply Corporation Limited, Villupuram
District, now on deputation at Direct Paddy
Procurement Centre, Thirunavalur, Kallakurichi
District, demanded Rs.22,800/- as bribe for purchasing
656 bags paddy grains belonging to the complainant. In
this connection a case was registered and a trap was

organized on 28.07.2021.

During the <course of trap proceedings,
Tr.A.Gunasekaran, Junior Assistant, reiterated his
earlier demand and received the bribe amount of
Rs.22,800/- from the complainant. The accused was

arrested.
